About the author of this book

N OUTSTANDING researcher of the antiquities of Turkmenistan

and Central Asia, Doctor of history, professor, member of Athens

Academy of Sciences Victor lvanovich Sarianidi was born on
September 23, 1929, in the family of Greeks-Pontus who left Trabzon
city on the Black Sea coast for Tashkent city. Still in school-days he was
keen on history and literature, he graduated from the historical faculty
of Tashkent University. He gained his first archaeological experience
when excavating Ulugbek observatory in Samarkand city in 1948. It
was followed by expeditions in the southwest of Turkmenistan, in Iran
and Afghanistan.

In 1963, V. Sarianidi defended his candidate’s thesis. By that time
he had already grown into a first-rate researcher specializing in Central
Asia archaeology. But the southeast of Turkmenistan, the lower reaches
of the Murgab river, attracted him most of all: V. Sarianidi knew beyond
doubt that a great civilization had formerly existed in that region. He
wasn'’t believed at once. The USSR Academy of Sciences practically
didn’t finance such activities. However, the young scientist managed
to organize an expedition to the Karakum desert. It was incredibly
difficult to work. The heat, loose sand, specialists’ shortage, scarcity
of transport... But the aforesaid didn’t stop the archaeologist who had
turned up tons of the Karakum sand in quest of the truth. And he had
gottoit, actually dug it out. He proved the thing seemed fabulous: here,
in the uninhabited desert, the fifth centre of the world civilization that
existed side by side with Ancient Egypt, archaic India, Mesopotamia
and Ancient China was situated four thousand years ago. Sarianidi
didn’t content himself with Margiana and he continued working and
studying another significant region of ancient Central Asia — Bactria on
the territory of present Afghanistan that was covered with legends. He
also succeeded in discovering things there that other archaeological
expeditions had failed to find.

Afterwards, he defended a thesis for a Doctor’'s degree and had
been working at the Institute of Archaeology of the Russian Academy of
Sciences in Moscow city for many years. Since 1972 V. Sarianidi has
been a permanent supervisor of the Margianian archaeological expedi-
tion that functions nowadays as a joint project of the National Board for
protection, study and restoration of historical and cultural monuments of
Turkmenistan and Miklukho-Maklai Institute of Ethnology and Anthropol-
ogy of the Russian Academy of Sciences.

Victor lvanovich Sarianidi’s services are not disregarded and de-
prived of recognition: Presidents of Turkmenistan and Greece person-
ally conferred citizenship of their countries on him. The scientist is the
Mahtumkuli International Prize laureate and has been decorated with
the Greek Civil Valour Order.

Gurrtfini edyan
yurdumyz sol deryanyn julgesinde yerlesipdir. Otparazlaryfi mukaddes
kitaby bolan Awestada (Widewdatynf birinji fragardynda) otparazlaryn
yerlerinifi arasynda Mouru atly yurt yatlanyp gecilyar. Alymlar ony Margus
bilen defi hasaplayarlar.

subutnamasy bolup hyzmat edyarler. Ot ybadathanasynyn, ayratyn hem
suw ybadathanasynyh agylmagy difie bir Merkezi Aziyada dal, eysem
tutus Alynky Aziyada hem tasinlik bolup duryar. Bularyri ahlisi gadymy
dini ynanclar barada dabe éwriilen dislnjelere gabat gelmeyar, yéne olar
hakykat bolup duryar. Eyyam yatlanylyp gecilen «Gadymy Margus — diinya
siwilizasiyasynyn tdze merkezi» atly Halkara ylmy maslahata gatnasyjylar
yerinde bu hakykata g6z yetirmage muimekingilik aldylar.

Otparazlar kim bolupdyr, olar Merkezi Aziya we Hindistana nireden
gelipdir? Eyyam an-bilim babatda yeterlik derejede 6sen XVII asyrda
Yewropada ol barada hig zat malim bolmadyk bu syrly din nahili bolupdyr?
K&p asyrlar sondan ozal araplardan halas bolmak Gigin gadymy otparazlaryn
uly toparlarynyni Merkezi Aziyadan Hindistana gogup barandyklary barada
kép babatda Uzlem-saplam we gapma-garsylykly maglumatlar hut sol
dowirde peyda bolupdyr. Olar ozalky watanyndan 6zleri bilen mukaddes
koéphudaylyk kitaplaryny hem getiripdirler. Sol kitaplarda hindi topragynda
yasamak bilen, olaryii eyeryan taglymaty beyan edilipdir. Alysdaky
Hindistanda «Hudayyn sozini» wagyz eden fransuz katolik ruhanylary
otparazlar we olaryri dini barada malim bolan ahli maglumatlary yygnapdyr.
Ahyrsony, ir-u-gi¢ bolmaly zat bolupdyr: XVIII asyryn basynda Oksford
kitaphanasyna Awestanyn bir bdlegi — Widewdat diylip atlandyrylan gadymy
tekstlerin yygyndysy gelip gowsupdyr. Su syrly yazgylaryn manysyny
aydyrlasdyrmak zerur bolup duryardy. Yéne sol déwiirde Yewropada
hi¢ kimifi bilmeyan zadyny, has takygy Awestanyfi dilini bilmek gerekdi.
Onun diline indi hig kim dislinmeyan yalydy, yone Hindistanda yasan
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pars ruhanylary — sol géclp baranlaryii gadymy ata-babalary az-kem
okap bilyardiler.

Yas, yone dziine géwni yetyan fransuz alymy Anketil Dyuperron (1731-
1805) bu wezipani ¢dzmegi 6z Ustline aldy. Ol kitaphanada saklanyan
gadymy golyazmalar bilen tétanlikde tangyp, otparazlyk dininifi we
Zaratustra pygamberifi 6z sahsyyetinif syryny agmak kiyuine dusdi. XVIII
asyryn ortasynda Dyuperron Hindistana ugrayar we sol yerde émrinin
birnage yylyny Awestanyn dilini dwrenmage bagys etdi. Ol bu isi pars
ruhanylarynyn yolbasgylygynda amala asyryp, difie bir mukaddes tekstlerin
anygyna yetmek bilen ¢aklenman, eysem otparazlyk urp-adatlaryny
we dap-dessurlaryny, glndelik durmus we dini wakalary dwrendi, dini
aherili we durmusda ulanyan zatlaryn yazgysyny etdi. Yag alym bu tema
oran uly gyzyklanma bildirip, difie bir yitip baryan dili dwrenmek bilen
¢aklenman, eysem otparazlyk dininifi esaslaryny hem 6zlesdirdi. Ol 6z
mugallymlarynyf ynamyna girmegi basardy. Halypalary orfa otparazlaryr
her biri Ggin mukaddes bolan Awestany terjime etmage komeklesdiler.
Kdpyyllyk barlaglaryf netijesinde Anketil Dyuperron ylym babatda hakyky
edermenlik gorkezdi. Ol 6lim howpundan hem gorkmady. Otparazlyk
kadalaryna layyklykda, ruhanylara beyleki dinlere uyyanlara Awestanyr
many-mazmuny, olaryn dini ynanglaryna degisli zatlar barada maglumatlary
bermek duybinden gadagandy.

Gadymy pars golyazmalarynys terjime edilmegi Yewropany#i ylym bilen
mesgullanyan adamlarynyn arasynda hakyky gopgun turuzdy. llkibasda
sol terjimelere hi¢ kim ynanmady. Adamlar alymyfi adyna agzyna gelenini
aytdylar, ony aldawgy we kezzap hasapladylar, onun Ustlinden guldiler.
Yoéne garsydaslarynyri nagileligi Dyuperrony maksadyndan el cekdirip
bilmedi. 1771-nji yylda ol Awestanyr dinyadaki ilkinji terjimesini alymlaryn
dykgatyna hodurledi. Kopguligini distinmek islemeyandiginiii netijesinde
doreyan kyngylyklary yefip gegmek we téaze adim atmek Ggin gayduwsyzlyk
gerek. Alym Oran gayduwsyz adam bolupdyr. Menifi 6zim hem seyle
yagdayy basdan gecirmeli bolupdym. Margusgyf birinji ybadathanasyny
acanymdan we gegciren islerimifi deslapky netijeleri nesir edilenden
son, 6zuUnin gazuw-agtarys islerinde seyle zada dus gelmedik meshur
amerikan alymlarynyn biri bu ybadathana dal-de, gadymy syyahatgylaryn
kerwensarayy diyip, glrt-kesik aytdy...

Her ndme-de bolsa, Awestanyri tekstinifi doly nesir edilmegi onuri ilkinji
terjimesinifi adyna aydylyan esassyz igenglerif peselmegine getirdi. Sondan
kop wagt gegmanka bolsa, bitarap awtorlaryn taze isleri peyda boldy. Olar
Dyuperronytt mamladygyny ykrar etdiler. Yéne, umumy ykrar ediimegine
garamazdan, Awestanyn teksti henize genli jedelleri we diskussiyalary
doredyar. Sunun bilen baglylykda seyle netija gelmek bolyar: nage awtor bar
bolsa, songa-da taze pikir we teoriya bar. Zaratustra pygamberin orny, onuri
hakyky doglan yeri we senesi hem-de otparazlygyn watany babatda-da kép
pikir h6kim suryar. Arheologlar we etnograflar, dini dwreniji taryhgylar we
filologlar hazir hem tiikeniksiz, kop halatlarda durmusdan Uizrie jedelleri dowam
etdiryarler. Sol jedellerini otparazlyk dinini Swrenmekde beryan peydasy 6ran
azdyr. Indi iki ylz yyldan gowrak wagtdan bari dowam edyan bu sowhunly
diskussiyalarda has aldym-berdimli jedeller dilgilerifi we arheologlaryn
arasynda baryar. Ozi-de, soriky déwre c¢enli bu yimy tutlusyklarda filologlar
onde baryardylar. Bu 6z-6ziinden diisniklidir. Clinki, cesmeleri dwrenmegin
binyady hékmiinde Awesta yaly diypli esere eye bolmak bilen, lingwistika
arheologiyanyn onunde uly artykmaclyk gazanyardy.

Yéne bu tapyndylary dilgilerifi gelen netijeleri bilen defiesdirer
yaly dal, sebabi olar kop babatda yzygiderli dal-de, déwdirleyin hasiyete
eyedir. Seyle yagday XX asyryfi ortasyna, Turkmenistanda gadymy Margus
yurdunyn agylan doéwriine g¢enli dowam etdi. Gorlip oturylsa, ol hindiari
dinyasine, gadymy taypalara degisli bolup biljek eken. Dirie sol taypalarda
otparazlyk dérap bilipdir. Arheologlaryn Margusda alyp baran yzygiderli
islerinifi netijesinde otparazlyga degisli edip boljak ayry-ayry zatlary dal-de,
sol déwre mahsus bolan dirli zatlary we alamatlary tapmak basartdy.

Garagumda igler dowam etdirilyar. Bu isleriin toplumlayyn alnyp
barylmagy Ugin Margus ekspedisiyasynyn diziminde 6ran uly gofiur
gonamgylygyny éwrenen antropolog N.A.Dubowa Moskwadan we
otparazlyk baradaky téze kitabyri awtory lingwist W.Y.Kryukowa Sankt-
Peterburgdan ¢agyryldy. Dinya ylmynda ilkinji gezek Awestanyh tekstini
gadymy Margusda alnyp barylan gazuw-agtarys islerinifi barsynda alnan
arheologik maglumatlar bilen denesdirmage mumkingilik doredi.

Bizin gunlerimize Awestanyn ilkibasdaky wariantynyn difie dortden bir
boéleginifi gelip yetendigini nazara alsan, yitirilen gymmatlygyri mocberini
g0z Ondne getirmek kyn daldir. Seyle yagdayda, Margus hakykaty belli bir
derejede Awestanyn tekstinde bolmasa-da, adamzadyn irki dini-filosofik
konsepsiyalary barada hazirki digtnjelerimizifi Ustlni yetirip biler. Margusyn
ilatynyn arasynda dini ygtykatlaryn bolandygy baradaky gaklamany o6rie
strmek bilen, men 6riki kitaplarymda su babatda kdp subutnamalary getirdim.
Sol dini ygtykatlar sorira otparazlygyn esasyny diizdiler. Hawa, men seyle
etmek bilen, kdpsanly tankyda, ayratyn hem dilgilerini tankydyna sezewar
boldum. Sonur tgin hem men téze kitabymda bizifi eyyamymyzdan ozalky
ikinji munyyllykda Margusda turkmen halkynyn kdpsanly genetiki ata-
babalarynyn biri bolan hindiarilerifi yasandyklary baradaky gosmaca delilleri
getirdim. Hut su yerde olarda ilkinji diinya dini — otparazlyk doéredi.

HO were Zoroastrians, when and from where did they

come to Central Asia and India? And what was this

mysterious religion of which the Europeans were unaware
for so long? Already in the seventeenth century some vague information,
contradictory and fragmentary, started to filter into Europe. It was about
large groups of Zoroastrians or other Parsees that in ancient times began
to emigrate from Iran to India in the attempt to escape from Moslem
fanatics. From their former motherland they brought along their sacred
Zoroastrian books and in the new motherland continued to worship in
the same religious tradition.

Some French missionaries who preached the «word of the God» in
faraway India began to collect all possible information about the Zo-
roastrians who lived there as well as about their religion. And finally,
what might have been expected happened. In the beginning of the
eighteenth century the Oxford library came into possession of the part
of the Avesta called the Videvdat. Then it had to be read and inter-
preted. But there arose another problem: nobody in Europe knew this
language at that time. It was familiar only to those Parsee priests who
lived in faraway India.

Accidentally, a young and ambitious French scientist, Anketil du
Perrone (1731-1805), came across the manuscripts in the library and de-
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cided to pursue this task. It became the goal of his life: to investigate the
identity of the prophet Zoroaster and to solve the intriguing mystery of
the Zoroastrian religion. And so, in the middle of the eighteenth century
du Perrone arrived in India and for several years studied the language
of the Avesta. The Parsee priests not only taught him their language but
also got him acquainted with their style of life, customs, traditions of their
every day life and their religion as well. He also made drawings of their
ritual and household objects. Besides the language he also learned the
fundamentals of their religion. The Parsee priests who saw his real interest
and enthusiasm helped him translate their sacred book, the Avesta.

According to the Zoroastrian rules under the fear of death it was for-
bidden to tell the adherents of different faiths the content of the Avesta
and still Anketil du Perrone managed to persuade the priests to help him.
We may say that it was really a scientific feat by du Perrone that thanks
to him Europe came to know about this mysterious religion.

The first translations of the Parsees manuscripts caused a real storm
in the scientific community of Europe. In the beginning hardly anyone
believed his translations; he was accused of being a liar and falsifier.
He was laughed at and reproached as being an intentional charlatan.
But nothing could deter him and in 1771 he presented his full transla-
tion of the Avesta to the judgment of scientists. The first full translation
of the Avesta vindicated Anketil du Perrone and soon thereafter new
translations made by different scientists were published. Presently there
are several versions of translations that differ one from another since
not only the language but the text of the Avesta is not clear and mon-
osemantic. One may say that each author has his own idea and theory
about the identity of Zorotaster, the place and the time of his birth, as
well as the motherland of his religion. Among scientists disputes and
discussions on this subject have never stopped.

The sharpest and most enduring discussions are those between
archaeologists and linguists. Until recently the «winners» in these dis-
cussions were linguists, since they had the first hand source - the texts
of the Avesta, making their position much stronger than that of archae-
ologists. True, in recent decades excavations of archaeologists have
brought to light objects that could have some links with Zoroastrianism
but certainly the finds of the archeologists could not be compared with
the systematic character of the linguists’ knowledge. This was the situ-
ation up until the middle of the twentieth century when in the area of
present Turkmenistan the ancient country of Margiana was found. It
appeared that this country could have been associated with the Indo-
Iranian world, with those ancient tribes that could have been the cradle
of the Zoroastrian religion.

For the first time the large scale and systematic archaeological
excavations in Margiana yielded not just single objects that could be
associated with Zoroastrianism but a complex of structures and sets of
various characteristic articles. In my opinion my professional duty as

an archaeologist is to excavate and then as objectively as possible to
give an account of the total sum of the archaeological material and
as a result to attract the attention of specialists (linguists, historians of
religion and orientalists) to these data.

Years have passed and now after half a century Margiana has
yielded direct evidence of the fact that its unique palaces and temples
were associated with the preparation of a cult beverage of the Soma-
Haoma type and that its indisputable Temples of Fire and Water were
found nowhere else in the entire zones of the Near East or Central
Asia. The new findings naturally contradict old ideas and cannot be
accepted easily but definitely cannot be ignored. Participants in the
International Conference that took place in Turkmenistan in Autumn
2006 had a chance to make firsthand acquaintance with our findings
right in the field of excavations. For the better understanding of the
complex that has been excavated in Margiana anthropologists, lin-
guists, palaeozoologists and expert for palaeolmetal were invited to
the Conference, and I would like to take this opportunity to express
my deep gratitude to them. For the first time in world history there is a
real opportunity to compare the written material of the Avesta with the
proto-Zoroastrian, Indo-Iranian complex of archaeological materials
of the Margiana Expedition. This is a unique opportunity that I hope
will be used by various related specialists, first of all, those who study
the problems of world religions. This is a long and difficult process
but one with hopeful prospects.

One should remember that only a quarter of the first Avesta has
survived to the present day and thus the archaeological materials
of Margiana to some extent can be helpful in providing the correct
interpretation of the Avesta and in filling the gap in our present
knowledge.

And now, having in mind what has been said above, let us begin
acquainting ourselves with the latest archaeological discoveries, a result
of many years of excavations of the ancient country of Mouru-Margush
that was lost in the sands of the great desert of Kara Kum.

Chapter 1
Civilization? Yes!

HIRTY-FIVE years ago there was hardly anyone who could

imagine what was hidden under the sandy hills (barkhans) of

Kara-Kum, one of the greatest deserts in the world. A majestic
silence seemed to have embraced forever the present waterless sands.
The still landscape is occasionally animated only by small sandy colored
rodents that until they are disturbed lie like stone statues motionless
by their burrows, and by different reptiles headed by the cobra, the
queen of desert. The desert itself is ruled by the mercilessly shining
sun in a cloudless blue sky, sending down to earth such strong light
that no one can hide from it. From time to time a rare eagle flies grace-
fully and silently overhead, observing the living creatures that down
on the earth run from one saksaul bush to the other or from one sandy
loaf (barkhan) to the other vainly trying to find some place that would
provide a bit of shade.

Archaeologists came to this area eager to find the mysterious land
of Margush The ancient Greek historians that came to know Central
Asia after the Eastern march of Alexander the Great named this country
Margiana for easier pronunciation. In the Middle Ages under the influ-
ence of the Arabic language the country was called Merv and nowadays
this is a Mari administrative region (veloyat) of Turkmenistan. All these
different names are derivatives from the word Murg that makes up the
basis for the name of the River Murgab (translated as «water of Murg»).
The country under investigation was located in the basin of this river. It
is of interest that the sacred book of Zoroastrians mentions the country of
Mouru, a name which is rather similar to the names discussed above.

The Murgab River starts in the Afghan mountains of Paropamiz and
has a so-called «blind delta», which means that it has no connection
with any another river or sea but is lost in the sands of one of the big-
gest deserts of the world, the Kara-Kum. Its bed as well as the beds of
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many world rivers is gradually moving from East to West. Nowadays
the city of Mari is located on its banks and in the the Middle Ages the
Merv oasis (the present city of Bairam-Ali) flourished there. The area
that four-to-five thousands years ago was watered by the Murgab River
is now lost among the flat plains and desert sands (Fig.1).

Many hundreds of thousands of years ago (in the Upper Paleolithic,
Mesolithic and Neolithic Ages) the first people of present Turkmenistan
lived in the piedmont zone of Kopet-Dagh known for its mild climate,
plentiful water and natural building materials. In the fifth-sixth mil.
B.C. these favorable conditions fostered the development of farming
and cattle-breeding in this area thus decreasing the dependence of
the prosperity of the local population on climatic changes. For many
decades archaeological excavations were concentrated in these particu-
lar sub-mountainous plains. Only in the very beginning of the 1970s,
large scale archaeological research and excavations of the Margiana
Archaeological Expedition, organized by the Academy of Sciences of
the USSR and headed by the author of the present book together with
Turkmenistan scientists, began in the depth of the desert and discov-
ered over 200 sites there. The excavations showed that at the end of
the third-second mil.B.C. an ancient Eastern civilization was born and
flourished in the basin of the ancient delta of Murgab. The intermedi-
ate position of Margush-Mouru-Margiana between Mesopotamia and
the Indus Valley explains the key role that it played in the history as
well as in the culture of the whole The Near East, a statement that is
supported by the findings of recent years.

Aerial photography and field research testify that the Murgab delta
was divided into large branches and along them an endless plain with
fertile lands (due to the seasonal floods of the River) which was covered
with crops of barley and wheat. In the irrigated oases of these branches
groups of Margiana sites were located. On the North the Margush
country was marked by the Kelelly oasis which is farther to the North,
bordering on the high quicksand hills (barkhans) of the Central Kara-
Kum desert. To the North-East of Margush there is a very small irrigated
oasis, Egri-Bogaz, that consists of few small sites. Still farther in the same
direction, is the Auchin oasis with the capital site of Auchin-I which is
encircled by a defensive wall with round towers. On the outskirts of
the Auchin group of monuments alongside the usual ancient farming
settlements there were found small sites of the cattle breeding tribes of
the Andronovo type. To the South-West from the Auchin oasis in the
key-point of the Murgab delta the Gonur irrigated oasis with its large
number of ancient farming settlements was located. To the West of it
one can find the Taip oasis with the regional capital of Taip-I as well
as a small group of the Adam-Basan monuments with the central set-
tlement, Adam-Basan-I. On the South the ancient country of Margush
borders the settlements of the Adji-Kui and Togolok irrigated oases.
The settlements of the Togolok oasis almost mingle with those of the

Takhirbai oasis thus forming the Southern border of Margiana. This
oasis is most closely situated to the present settlements (Fig.2).

One should bear in mind the fact that the scheme of locating the an-
cient farming settlements of Margiana given above is rather conventional
since a lot depends on the direction of sand storms. Some monuments
may be completely or partially covered with sand while others may be
uncovered and thus the picture found during the archaeological research
in the beginning of 1970s may change dramatically. The excavations
of the Kellely oasis - the most Northern of the ones mentioned above
- showed that the first attempts at inhabiting the ancient delta of Murgab
made by tribes migrating from the piedmont area of Kopet-Dagh in the
Aeneolithic Age (fourth mil. B.C.) failed. Much more successful was the
«great migration» of tribes at the end of third mil.B.C. It was then that
in the lock part of the delta the largest city of the country of Margush
was founded and whose ruins the present Turkmens name Gonur-Depe
which means «gray hill». Most of the settlements discovered were also
inhabited at the same time. Up till now one can not be absolutely sure
from where these tribes came to Margiana, but the region from eastern
Anatolia and up to northern Syria seems to be most probable. What
made these people leave their native lands and move to such faraway
places and why did it happen in the fourth-third mil. B.C. exactly and
not earlier or later?

To answer these questions one has to go some centuries back and
watch the life of those who lived at that time in the piedmont zone of
the Kopet Dagh and in the general zone of the Near East particularly
in the region between the rivers Tigris and Euphrates and the nearby
areas. As was mentioned above the favourable climate of the foothills
encouraged the early development of farming and cattle breeding. Still
earlier (already in the tenth-ninth mil. B.C.) this process was recorded
in Mesopotamia. The development of a productive economy resulted
in increasing population, and the first active exploring of nearby lands
later spread to more distant lands. While the settlers had enough good
land for raising wheat, barley and other crops and for feeding herds of
domestic cattle, the progress of migration was moderate and rather slow.
But according to geomorphologists the end of the fourth mil. B.C. was
marked by a xerothermical period and a global warm spell in the Near
East area and a sharp drop in the rate of precipitation. The farming
and cattle breeding tribes gradually increasing in numbers tried to find
free fertile land. Among those tribes were those who lived in the areas
mentioned above from Anatolia down to Syria. They slowly started to
move in a generally southern direction in the attempt to find new lands
good for farming and cattle breeding. When they reached Mesopotamia
they found that this land had been long since densely populated and
that they could not find free land there. So they were forced to settle
down in the nearby Akkadian state where they learned a lot from the
ancient culture of the aborigines (Fig.3).
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But since the density of population was growing and the xerothermic
period was continuing the tribes from dry areas continued their search
for free fertile lands and soon discovered that all such lands in the whole
area up to South-Western Iran (Elam) were occupied by other tribes.
The migrants crossed the Zagross mountains and moved along South-
ern Iran still farther in the eastern direction. In the area of the Iranian
city of Kerman they finally found unoccupied lands in which some of
them settled down. A route of migrants farther in the eastern direction
is marked by such monuments as Seistan and Beluhistan (Bampur,
Hurab, Kulli, Quetta, Sibri). The archaeological excavations of recent
years testify to the fact that even in the Indus Valley were found articles
that have close parallels with those from Bactria and Margiana which
in turn are analogous to the ones of Akkadian and Elamian origin. It
is remarkable that these finds were excavated in the late layers of the
ancient Harappa civilization. And the majority of specialists believe that
it was due to the climatic and ecological changes that this latter civiliza-
tion was declining at this particular period. Simultaneously it should
be noted that the appearance of these artifacts is synchronous with the
appearance of the tribes in the area of Central Asia.

One should also note that the migration process that started in the
fourth-third mil. B.C. from the area of Syria was not limited only to the
eastern direction. In the city that is supposed to be the capital of Giksos
and which is situated to the West of Syria in North Africa in the Nile
Valley - Avaris - one can see similarities among the monuments of North
Syria and Bactria and Margiana. Among them the most important are
those conservative rites which are connected with funeral customs and
grave constructions.

But let us return to the country of Margush. Having covered vast
territories and leaving behind many hundreds of settlements, the tribes
from faraway South-West finally reached the densely populated pied-
mont zone of the Kopet Dagh (Fig.4). Since some of the local tribes
also suffered from the lack of free lands they joined the migrants in
their general migration process in the eastern direction. At the end of
the third mil. B.C. all these commingled tribes have finally reached
the fertile and absolutely free lands in the ancient delta of the Murgab
River. It seems that most immigrants (but not all) settled down there.
The smaller part of them continued their way to the East, and judging
by recent research, went as far as North-Western China (Sintzian).

Those migrants who stayed in the area of the Murgab River built the
settlements mentioned above. These were they who built monumental
palaces and temples, melted metals, and created pieces of art not infe-
rior to those from the advanced centers of the world. All the creations
of these people clearly testify that as early as in the Akkadian period
(end of the third - second mil. B.C.) in the East of Turkmenistan in the
present Kara Kum desert there existed a heretofore unknown center
of world culture that may be named the Central Asian culture. It was

closely connected with Mesopotamia and Elam, with the piedmont zone
of the Kopet Dagh, and with the Indus Valley.

The discussion around the definition of the term «civilization» is
a long one and has been going on for centuries. I am not going to
discuss all the various positions but would like to concentrate on the
most popular ones. In 1950 G.Childe had suggested ten characteristics
for the term «civilization», which include the existence of: 1) cities, 2)
monumental communal buildings, 3) taxes, 4) intensive economy, 5)
including trade, 6) craftsmanship, 7) a certain knowledge of science, 8)
well developed art, 9) privileged classes and 10) a state system. Later
K.Klakholm has suggested grouping these characteristics into three
general ones: 1) monumental architecture, 2)cities, 3) written language.
This is a well known list of characteristics that is regularly referred to in
many scholarly papers. As is obvious all these characteristics but one
(the presence of samples of writing at the Margiana monuments) are
found in Margiana.

However one should not forget that numerous cuneiform inscriptions
on clay tablets that brought wide fame to the civilization of Mesopotamia
were not found in the first years of excavations. Besides, it seems quite
clear that for the construction of monumental palaces and temples of
Margiana (for example, only the central part of the palace and temple
complex occupies an area of 25 hectares) many thousands if not millions
of bricks would have been produced. Just imagine how they first made
and dried these bricks in the sunlight and then transported them to the
construction site. Such large-scale works (not to mention the geometri-
cal schemes and the need for the right orientation to the four cardinal
points) would have been impossible without an elementary «accounting
language» necessary for counting and reporting. And it is proven that
at least this kind of «written language» existed: near the main gates of
the North Gour palace clay tokens with schematic signs on them were
found. One may logically assume that the king’s officers were stationed
at the gates in order to control and supervise the quantity and quality of
the work done. The country of Margush occupied an important place
in the zone of the Near East at the end of the third to the first half of
the second mil. B.C. and was another center of world civilization. This
is confirmed by the find of a cylinder seal with a cuneiform Sumerian
inscription in one of the graves at the Gonur necropolis as well as by
another Harappian seal with an ancient Indian inscription found on
the floor of a room in the temple complex. However, not all specialists
think that the existence of written language is a necessary characteristic
of «civilization». Thus, Prof. K.Renfrew believes that the term «civiliza-
tion» can be determined by the following elements: 1)social stratification
of society, 2) professional craftsmanship, and 3) permanent centralized
organization which is evident in the existence of palaces and temples
as well as a city community. All these elements can be traced in the
country of Mouru from the moment of its foundation on the banks of
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the Murgab River. This point of view was supported by almost all the
leading world specialists who visited Gonur-Depe within the framework
of the First International Conference dedicated to the results of the
archaeological excavations in Margiana that took place on the 14th
- 16th of November 2007 in Turkmenistan. For the last few years the
author of this work has presented numerous archaeological facts that
are evident in the similarity of many traditions and rites of ancient

Margush tribes to those of Zoroastrians. But the idea of Margiana
being associated with the origin of the Zoroastrian religion caused
a lot of discussion at the Conference mentioned above. The aim of
the present work is not to revise and deny old opinions about where
Zoroastrianism originated but to provide new material that so far is
absolutely unknown to the world of science. Perhaps this will change
the approach to this old problem.

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Chapter 2
The Palace and Cult
Ensemble of Gonur

HAT did the cities of the ancient country of Mouru that

until recently seemed to be hidden forever under the sand

hills (barkhans) of the present Kara Kum desert look like?
(Fig.5) Let us imagine what the alert eye of an eagle could have seen
some four thousand years ago. Spread out below was the delta of a
big river with low sandy banks. Men began to inhabit its branches that
richly watered the fertile lands. On the very Northern point near where
the water disappears under thick sands (the present Kellely oasis) the
eagle’s eye could still see the semi- covered ruins of settlements that had
been built by those who several thousand years ago had come from the
piedmont zone of the Kopet Dagh. Closer to the key-point of the river
delta (the present Gonur oasis) people had begun to build settlements,
houses, palaces and temples. A most active life is recorded in the very
base of the delta fan where thousand of workers, technicians and archi-
tects are working hard. They are supervised by their bosses, while the
priests pray and worship gods. In the temples that have already been
built the fire is burning in fire altars(Fig.6). The forced migrants were
the first to enter these territories that earlier had been inhabited only by
wild animals. Their main ruler is now sitting and watching their work
from a point on the southern bank of a basin that was quickly built and
through a special engineering system was filled with water from one of
the branches of the Murgab River.

Besides the fertile lands the area is also rich in wood that is used for
building roofs, making wheels and seats of carts, and various house-
wares. In the uncultivated areas endless rows of bricks are drying in the
sunlight to be used for construction later. The large rectangular bricks
(4345 cm long, 20-25 cm wide and 10-15 cm thick) are made of clay
that had been well mixed with small plant particles and straw. The ready
construction material is loaded on four-wheeled carts and transported
to construction sites where well qualified master builders use them for
building communal buildings, palaces and simple living quarters.

Farmers plough fields and sow them with wheat and barley, shepherds
watch the safety of fat herds of sheep, goats, camel, cows and pigs. There
are horses and some donkeys at the farms that belong to the ruler and high
ranking military men. From faraway places, mainly from the south-western
mountains known presently as the Kopet-Dagh come caravans with stone
that is completely lacking in this sandy area, as well as with copper that
has already been melted on the spot, in the mountains. In special places
there are workshops in which copper-bronze tools for cultivation of fields

as well as sickles for harvesting of crops are produced. In these workshops
they also made various other instruments as well as seals, the imprints of
which should keep the evil spirits off the property and supplies of their
owner. The country is prospering, the tribes that came from the faraway
places gradually and steadily inhabit the great Murgab plain.

One should pay special attention to the plan of the capital settlement
whose ruins the contemporary people call Gonur Depe (Gray Hill)
(Fig.7). The real name of this temple city that has concentrated the
administrative and religious power of the country of Mouru remains
unknown. One only hopes that this will be solved by future generations
of researchers who would carefully study not only artifacts but also the
archives that will be found in the years to come.

The location of Gonur suggests that the leaders of the country of Murgab
estimated its true worth to be the strategic value of this place. From here one
could easily regulate the water supply (or seize it in case of necessity) thus
having under their control not only all the settlements of this irrigated zone
but consequently the situation in the whole country (Fig.8). If nowadays
we look at Gonur Depe from the same height as the noble eagle who was
flying there four thousand years ago we shall see separate construction
complexes. The largest, which archaeologists call North Gonur, is the most
ancient. It represents a complex consisting of a palace and temple buildings
that according to numerous radiocarbon data was built in 2300-2250 B.C.
To the West of this central ensemble at a distance of 200-250 m archaeolo-
gists found a large necropolis where burials began in the time of the first
colonists and lasted up to the middle of the second mil.B.C. The necropolis
was fully excavated by 2002. At approximately the same distance from the
center in the southern direction, at the beginning of the second mil.B.C,,
the construction of a temenos (sacred area) was started but not completed.
Since the bed of the Murgab river was gradually moving westward and the
area was left waterless, the people also left these areas.

Let us survey the central section of Gonur (Fig.9). First of all it strikes
us with the accurate planning of all parts of the complex, the wide walls
(up to 1,5 m) of the monumental buildings, the precise orientation to the
four cardinal points. But most important is that the walls of main buildings
rest on virgin soil. All these facts testify that from the very beginning the
whole complex was thought of as one ensemble and built according to
one single plan. Also it is remarkable that all the buildings of the Mouru
country were built of raw bricks though the people who lived there knew
the production of fired bricks (several piles of fired bricks were found at
Gonur). The fact of the matter is that buildings constructed of raw bricks
stay cool in summer and warm in winter and it is for this very reason this
tradition is still alive.

In the center of North Gonur the ancient architects of Margiana built
a large kremlin square in shape with strong defensive walls (each 120
m long) that were strengthened with military towers. Along the entire
perimeter of the kremlin walls at the eye level of a standing man, arrow-
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shaped embrasures were located (Fig.10). Inside the walls is a corridor
with passages to each tower. Four rectangular towers are placed along
each of the kremlin walls except the eastern one where there are five
towers. All the towers including the corner ones, also rectangular, had
hearths of a complex construction. This leads one to suggest that they
were not used only for warming the guards that supposedly made their
rounds along the corridor but also for religious purposes when on some
special occasions they could prepare sacrifices or just burn sacred fire in
these hearths (Fig.11).

The central area in the kremlin is occupied by a monumental palace
in a complex design with ceremonial halls (Fig.12), living quarters for
the ruler and his family, subsidiary premises, ritual complexes and so
on. The four passages of the kremlin walls were strictly oriented to the
four cardinal points. On the North was a central, ceremonial entrance
(Fig.13). The eastern passage led to the Temple of Fire that was
located right at the eastern wall. Through the western and southern pas-
sages a ruler, members of his family, and priests could go to the West-
ern or Southern Temples of Sacrifices. In the area outside
the kremlin just opposite the northern, western and southern entrances
to the kremlin there were pools of various sizes and depths. The temple
buildings, the pools and the kremlin itself were surrounded by another
defensive wall in the form of a square that like the kremlin wall also had
rectangular towers (each wall was 180 m long). This wall seems to be the
first defensive wall of the kremlin.

Temple buildings were also located outside the strong walls of the
square. At the southern wall of the square a system of two pools was
unearthed: the main large pool (180m long from the West to East and
85 m - from the North to South) with the buildings of the Northern
and Southern Temples of Water located along its shore and a
small southern pool with a special purification system (a sort of a filter)
that will be described later. Near the south-eastern side of the main pool
there were ruins of the first temporary temple of a ruler where he pre-
sumably lived while the kremlin of the complex was under construction.
Very close to this first palace on the eastern bank of the pool a royal
necropolis was found with seven tombs that most likely belonged to
the first rulers of Gonur.

The main entrance to the kremlin is located on the northern wall. Right
in front of it was another pool located in such a way that one could not
get into the complex without making either partial or complete ablutions.
One could surmise that here the main construction was the Temple or
more precisely a complex of Communal Eating that besides
the already mentioned pool included two more pools (one to the North-
East of the first mentioned pool and the second - near the North-Western
corner of the square), alongside special buildings, «a square of communal
eating» and the so called royal sanctuary that will be discussed later.
On the West the area outside the square was occupied by the so called

Solar Temple of Mitra and on the South of it is a temple that is
presumed to have been the Temple of Soma-Haoma. In the east-
ern part of the kremlin outside the square there are practically no signs
of buildings and since the present surface represents the sandy virgin soil
one may assume that the area has never been built. One can only state
that the last construction which represented the fourth Temple of Fire
«overlapped» the defensive walls of the square and occupied practically
the whole present day plain.

All the temple buildings and pools mentioned above were sur-
rounded by a third circular wall made of raw bricks. The wall was
very thin (about half a meter); it had no towers and obviously had
no defensive functions. To avoid the collapse of the fragile walls they
were strengthened by brick pilasters. Also, unlike the two other walls
of the complex, this surrounding wall was rebuilt more than once.
Some of its sections (for example on the South) were built on top of
cultural remains instead of virgin soil and some parts were rebuilt in
order to include some structures (fragments on the South and North of
the ensemble) into the complex. One may suggest that the purpose of
the surrounding wall was to separate and guard the sacred section of
the Gonur ensemble from the busy world outside. Four gates, one on
each side of the wall, were located one opposite another. The southern
gates were the widest and could be used for a carriage to pass through
them. Though the northern gates were very narrow (about one meter
wide), only wide enough for a pedestrian, they undoubtedly were the
main ceremonial entrances.

The general description of the architecture of North Gonur leads one
to opine that as early as the end of the third mil.B.C. it represented a
unique monumental complex of palaces and temples, the largest known
monuments of the Bronze Age in the ancient delta of the Murgab River
(Fig.14). The complete absence of any living quarters in its large area
(over 25 ha) leads one to assume that it was exclusively occupied by a ruler
of Margiana and his family. The architectural combination of the palace
and cult buildings can be interpreted as a fact that the ruler of Margiana
was a king-priest who personified the secular as well as religious power. In
fact, one may say that Gonur was a temple city aimed at the performance
of religious rites where the population of the country assembled only on
certain ceremonial or religious days. Some of the living quarters of those
who served the ruler, his family and priests were located on the very
outskirts of the complex while the majority of them were found behind
the surrounding wall mentioned above. It is remarkable that other tem-
ple cities of this type are not yet known for the period under discussion.
They were characteristic of the Near East in a later period. One may
only regret that so far only a single one of more than 200 monuments of
the Mouru country has been studied (temples Togolok-21, Togolok 1,
Gonur Depe complex, Adji-Kui settlement and the incompletely studied
complex of Kelleli-3).
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Detailed descriptions of the palace have been published many times.
What can we add to the above-said? If we try to imagine, how it could
be looked 600-700 years later after its construction was finished (i.e. 1800-
1700 B.C.), we would have noticed many spots with traces of a big fire.
The evidence of this catastrophe is present in practically all the chambers
of the palace, even in the throne hall that has been burnt completely;
as a result of its roof falling down, the wooden beam mentioned above
that could be a fragment of either a ceiling or a column was saved from
being burned up entirely. We do not know the reason for the fire. But if
we consider the fact that after such a big fire the palace was reconstructed
according to the same plan, it would seem possible that the fire occurred
as a result of some action when people of Margush revolted, stormed the
palace and temple complex, burnt it down and probably plundered it.
It is noteworthy that when the palace was reconstructed special attention
was paid to the strengthening of its defense potential. Thus, in front of
the main entrance to the palace they built a defensive gate structure in
the form of two parallel walls that at one point made a right-angle turn
and finally met and formed a very narrow passage of less than one meter
wide. Perhaps this was done in order to make the access to the palace
and kremlin difficult. Having in mind the same purpose, the outside
walls of the kremlin were reinforced with stone layers, and the kremlin
bastions were repaired and partially reconstructed. After that the palace
continued to play its functions for some time but soon was completely
abandoned. If our visitor had come still 200 years later (in the middle

of the second mil.B.C.) he would have seen only the ruins of once large
and beautiful palaces, temples and burning altars and instead of all the
miserable dwellings of poor people of Margush, the last inhabitants of
this place. Their more luckier and richer countrymen left these places
with all their belongings and followed the river Murgab that was moving
westwards, probably to the Togolok oasis.

One should say that the monumental palace excavated by the Mar-
giana expedition was the first and the largest palace of this kind at the
end of the third mil.B.C. Its plan and decoration are in no way inferior
to any other analogous buildings of this period. But though the Gonur
palace is very distinctive and original one cannot help but notice that
some of its features are clearly similar to the monumental architecture
of the Near East and Mediterranean, especially Greece. The features of
similarity are the following: the «blind windows» mentioned above - cer-
emonial recessed niches characteristic of special premises of communal
buildings; a special decoration of ceremonial entrances in the way of
wide low thresholds with a column in the center (and, perhaps, with two
pairs of doors); narrow (like «blind windows») niches in corners that led
up to the ceiling of ceremonial halls; displacement of the «throne» niche
from the center of the wall to the left; as well as buildings of still unclear
purpose that are called «cells». It seems likely that the Gonur palace was
a creation of local architects who besides their experience used also the
«architectural memory» of the tribes that came to these places from the
faraway West in their search for good lands. This conclusion will gain
further substantiation if we observing the monumental buildings outside
the kremlin walls.

Chapter 3
Temples around Kremlin

EMPLE OF FIRE. The cult of sacred fire seems to be the most

revered in the country of Mouru since its performance was

located within the limits of the square. In the history of Gonur
it was several times reconstructed and constantly enlarged. Thus, ar-
chaeologists managed to find four temples built one on top of the other
(Fig.17-18). The first, most ancient, temple was built on virgin soil
whilst the fourth, the last one, (preserved only fragmentarily) was con-
structed practically on the present-day surface of the Gonur settlement.
In the first temple the central place was occupied by four rectangular
chambers set in line and dug into the virgin soil. Inside the chambers
were faced with mud bricks and severely burnt by fire (Fig.19). A long
blind wall separated them from any curious glances. Such a tradition of
rectangular chambers that barely projected above earth level and hid-
den behind high blind walls had persisted until the end of the second
mil.B.C. It is quite possible that this type of chamber was brought to
Margiana by immigrants and represented altars of fire with an «eter-
nal flame» and were not meant for the usual sacrifices. In Margiana
they were used until the end of the Bronze Age (Temple Togolok-21).
The fire seems to have been burning in these rectangular altars day
and night, deeply carbonized bricks inside of the altars favour this
suggestion. Next to altars of fire the two so called «depositories of
sacred ashes» were found. Dug into the soil, were rectangular brick
containers, faced inside with bricks with light traces of fire. By the
time of excavations both containers were filled with pure white ashes
without any coal particles. On top they were tightly covered with bricks.
All the facts testify that altars were used for «eternal fire» burning in
them. The Margiana priests divided the ashes from these altars into
several categories. The purest and «sacred» ashes were saved in the
nearby «depositories of sacred ashes», whilst «contaminated» ashes
(second, third and other categories) could have been divided among
parishioners the same way as modern Zoroastrians do.

Next to the altar chambers was a spacious rectangular sanctuary
(chamber No 106), a platform at the butt-end wall was slightly raised
above the floor and covered with a white gypsum layer. Some cham-
bers near the altars (No 117, 109) had double-chambered cult hearths.
Among them one hearth stands out. This square hearth is located in the
center of the chamber and the floor of its oven is covered with ceramic
fragments; this bespeaks a special purpose. When the first Temple of
Fire was ruined, on the same place another, bigger one was built for
the needs of parishioners, and for the construction fragments of old
walls were used (Fig.20). On the one side the walls of the second
Temple stand outside the eastern wall of the square and on the other,
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they reach the north-eastern corner bastion of the kremlin. A separate
micro-complex stands out in this building and the central place in it
belongs to chamber No 70. The interior of this chamber including
the floor is covered with well preserved white gypsum coating. In the
center of its western wall is a cult double-chambered hearth (with light
traces of fire); two «blind windows» flank it on both sides. Chamber
No 65 that adjoins it has preserved recessed niches and floors covered
with a white gypsum layer. One cannot doubt the special purpose of
these chambers. Their plan finds analogies in the so called «kiosk» of
the royal sanctuary at the northern fasade of the complex within the
limits of the square which will be discussed later. The second Temple
was considerably larger than the first one due to the isolated sanctuary
(chamber No 100) that was built close to the corner bastion mentioned
above. This was a rectangular building; its interior was decorated with
five «blind windows» and a cult double-chambered hearth with light
traces of fire inside. Its plan is close to that of a known sanctuary found
in the layers of the fourth mil.B.C. at Godin-Depe in Iraq (Young and
other authors) and in a still considerably later building of a cult purpose
at Tillya in Asia Minor (beginning of the first mil.B.C.). These parallels
testify to the thousands of years old traditions of the Iranian-Mesopota-
mian architectural concepts.

When the second Temple was destroyed it was also used as a plat-
form for building the third Temple which resolutely differed from the
two preceding ones. Unfortunately because of its bad preservation it is
impossible to reconstruct its plan; we can only say that the main central
section of it was occupied by a spacious courtyard framed on three
sides by «cells» - those narrow low chambers that our visitor saw in the
eastern part of the kremlin. The «cells» of this third Temple as well as
the ones in the kremlin were also clay plastered and topped with a roof.
By the time of excavations all entrances to the cells were blocked by
brick pieces; in Margiana this was used in buildings of a special, cult
purpose (Sarianidi, 1998, figs.64-65). It is noteworthy that the central
micro-complex (chambers No 65, 70) of the first temple was used dur-
ing all the building stages of the Temple of Fire. Separate fragments
of the walls of the unpreserved chambers of the presumably fourth
temple were traced almost on the modern surface. Only one chamber
with «blind windows» can be traced more or less clearly. Fragments of
cult vessels with discharges in the form of bull’s heads testify to the fact
that the Temple was used not only for the permanent burning of fire,
saving and sorting of ashes, but also for some ceremonies connected
with ritual libations (perhaps, in the honor of the God of Fire?). Such
fragments were found in large numbers among the ceramics from the
chambers of the Temple of Fire. It is not accidental that cult vessels
with discharges in the form of bull’s heads were so popular in temples
of Asia Minor, as for example, in Inandik Tepe and at other Bronze
Age monuments in Anatolia.

TEMPLE OF SACRIFICES. It is significant that a rather high blind wall
separated this complex from the Temple of Fire, an indication of its
special meaning. On the eastern fazade some chambers directly ad-
join the inside wall of the square, others are located at a distance from
the kremlin wall. The buildings of the complex were built around the
south-eastern tower of the square and then continued on the southern
fazade of the complex and followed around the south-western tower
end to its western side (Fig.21-22).

In the center of the southern and western parts of this complex one
can see small pools in front of the kremlin entrance as well as within
the limits of the square. Noteworthy are that the pools were not built at
the early stage of this monument and their construction destroyed parts
of the walls of the previous buildings. It is quite possible that they were
built at the last stage of the Gonur monument for gathering and saving
as much water as possible, or may be their construction was inspired by
the changes (development?) of religious cults wherein it became neces-
sary to use more water. The first supposition seems more doubtful since
most of the evidence testifies that after the construction of the pools the
buildings around them were long used for cult purposes and that the
active life at Gonur continued. Two large round altars located next to
each other stand out among the long monotonous row of chambers. In
the eastern wall of the largest of them (diameter about 7 m) is a passage
with downward steps (Fig.23). Down in the basement of the southern
wall of the altar was a very well preserved double-chambered cult
hearth built inside the wall. Inside it is lightly burnt but very sooty. The
specific composition of its ashes suggests that it was used for burning
aromatic herbs rather than wood. Fragments of a unique for Margiana
semi-spherical cup made of onyx was found on the altar floor. Perhaps
it was used during religious ceremonies, including libations. More than
once they renewed the altar, raised its walls slightly and covered them
with clay plaster. Either due to the decay of this altar, or the increase of
the number of parishioners and consequently of the amount of sacrifices
a «small altar» (diameter 5 m) was built next to the large one. On the
southern fazade in chamber No 50 was another round altar (diameter
about 5m), also open on the top, its northern section at the height of
30-50 cm slightly burnt inside (Fig.24). It is quite possible that these
traces were left by moving lamps of the same type that were found in
the royal tomb No 3200.

All these three altars that our visitor saw had common features. They
were all built in the open air; one of them had a double-chambered
cult hearth whilst the two others had slightly burnt walls. Later on I will
try to prove that these peculiarities are very significant for our under
standing of the Zoroastrian cults of fire. Between the large and small
altars on the western fazade were found a cylinder seal with scenes of
fertility and a large steatite top of a stone scepter (Fig.25) that presum-
ably belonged to a priest.
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At the northern part of the western fazade of the square was a large
rectangular building of a clearly public purpose. It is conventionally
called the «house of songs» and here parishioners to gether with priests
could pray to their gods and make sacrifices. The cult ceremonies and
rituals could have been completed in the altar square inside the round
altars mentioned above. At first on the southern fazade this large cham-
ber - the <house of songs» - occupied practically the whole central place.
At a later stage the southern «house of songs» was half destroyed after
they built a ritual pool on this spot. The plan of the western, southern
and part of the eastern facades have much in common: a lot of one type
of cult hearths, large round altars and the so called «houses of songs»
that obviously had a public use. Another common feature is that at the
last stage of these <houses» small reservoirs were made in their central
sections. Perhaps we can suggest that these buildings had a common
function, meaning that they were parts of a temple of sacrifices.

A large number of cult hearths in the chambers of a given temple
is easily explained. It is known that ancient Iranians believed that the
surrounding world was inhabited by a great number of good and evil
spirits and that they constantly fought with each other for the rule over
human souls. To withstand evil spirits and propitiate good ones many
sacrifices had to be done and naturally this demanded a great number
of cult hearths. The temple of sacrifices excavated by archaeologists
in the Kara Kum desert is so far a single and unique monument in the
entire zone of The Near East. Though the temple is far from being
monumental in size and its plan is simple still one can suggest that this
complex was undoubtedly connected with ritual sacrifices.

Besides all the above mentioned details, such as a large number of
ritual double-chambered hearths of a special construction, large and
open altars of fire, the «houses of songs» with single ritual hearths, that
are believed to be special buildings used not only for sacrifices but
for collective singing, a kind of liturgy, as well as reservoirs used by
parishioners for washing before making sacrifices: all these makes it
possible to say that the monument excavated at Gonur is the only ritual
complex and is found nowhere else. It is possible that in the early stage
of the temple of sacrifices they used water from the southern «small»
reservoir mentioned above and that later when the level of water in it
lowered they dug out two new reservoirs which were filled with water
through long drainage lines (Fig.26).

THE ROYAL SANCTUARY. The north-eastern area between the
kremlin and walls of the square was built out with ordinary dwellings
and household structures where probably the personnel that served the
complex or the guards lived. This supposition is based on the almost
complete absence in these chambers of any ritual double-chambered
hearths of the type described above and the presence of usual home
hearths instead. It is doubtful that our visitor could have been interested

in this type of dwelling. Much more interesting for him would have been
the second, north-western half of the northern fazade of the square which
was to the West from the central entrance to the kremlin (Fig.27).

If we can among visited these chambers during the rituals that took
place in 2300-2500 B.C. (which will be discussed later) he would see
how a solemn procession crossed first the large courtyard (chamber No
143) outside the defensive walls of the square and then went through
a narrow passage next to the second square bastion from the north-
western corner of this wall and entered a very important building with
an unusual plan that archaeologists conventionally call «royal sanctu-
ary» (Figs 28,29). The wall of the square forms the northern wall of
the structure under discussion. We can watch how the people in the
procession silently walk through the chambers of the «royal sanctuary»
whose floors were carefully plastered with clay and white gypsum, past
a row of small rooms with passages located opposite each other and
finally stop in the hall No 129 before they enter the special chamber
No 115. The solemn atmosphere of this chamber was created by ten
«blind windows». Soft light from the top of the roof streamed along the
folds of niches and rolled onto white soft felts and mats that covered the
floor of the chamber. Only the people closest to the ruler went inside.
In the center of the chamber they entered the so called «kiosk» - the
most sacred part of this building. This rectangular structure had wide
low thresholds instead of walls. The corners of the «kiosk» were deco-
rated with folds and probably on these four stands a kind of a tent was
stretched. In the center of each threshold was a column on the sides of
which were probably double folded doors (Fig.30). The plan of the
«kiosk» is rather close to the «square hall» (chamber No 170) of the
ritual complex of the Gonur palace mentioned above.

In the center of the southern wall of the chamber between two
«blind windows» is a double-chambered ritual hearth. The location
of the hearth reminds us of an analogous plan of the sanctuary in the
second temple of fire (chamber No 100). It is noteworthy that not only
this hearth but also the others in the «royal sanctuary» had a kind of
«a step» rather than a partition between the two chambers of an oven.
Aromatic smoke streamed from the hearths, the walls of their furnaces
were sooty black (and not burnt red) because they most likely burnt
not wood but herbs. It is remarkable that a ritual hear th with a «step»
was also found in the large altar of the western fazade of the temple of
sacrifices. It is noteworthy that the analogous detail is traced in all ritual
hearths of special cult chambers and especially in the temple altars of
North Gonur. Also, it should be noted that Indo-Iranians and Zoroas-
trians often use aromatic herbs as an element of sacrifice.

We do not know any building of the «kiosk» type in the entire zone
of the Near East except for one structure of a similar plan that was
excavated in the second layer of the ancient Indian city of Mohendjo-
Daro that some Indian specialists have determined to be a «temple of
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fire». If this analogy is correct then it is not accidental that in Gonur in
the «royal sanctuary» and in the chamber with a «kiosk» (No 115) there
were ivory objects that reflected the influence of the Harappa culture
(«fortune telling sticks», and which is more important - fragment of a
stone (steatite) statuette of a kneeling man). Unfortunately only the lower
part of the statuette has been preserved, though the upper part would
have been of a greater scientific interest for us (Fig.31). Nevertheless,
even this unattractive stone fragment has great significance. It should
be noted that one knee is bent lower than the other, and though hands
were not preserved still one can trace that the left palm rested on the
raised knee of the left leg. The fact of the matter is that excavations of
some ancient cities in the Indus Valley brought to light several similar
statuettes of people on bent knees and on one of them the palm also
rested on the knee, in the same way as the Gonur statuette is posed.
This leaves no doubt of their common origin (Fig.32). The question
is whether these statuettes were brought to the Indus Valley by immi-
grants from Margiana or, on the contrary, they were found in Margiana
as a result of cultural exchange between these two places. It is difficult
to give a definite answer to this question but remarkably on the Indian
subcontinent in the earlier periods such statues with bent legs were not
found, though in Margiana they were rather popular. Thus, people on
bent knees (often with bird’s heads) are traced on seals from Bactria and
Margiana; often one knee is higher than the other.

Such similarity testifies that this motif was spread from Bactria and
Margiana down to the Indian subcontinent. In turn the origin of these
images of people on bent knees should be observed in the Syro-Hittite
glyptics where they are represented on the seals of ancient Syria and
Asia Minor. So one can suggest that the Bactria and Margiana tribes
could have slowly moved from Central Asia into the Indus Valley and
brought along their own images and deities whom they worshiped in
their faraway motherland. Anyhow, it is clear that in ancient India,
Bactria and Margiana one type of ritual statuette was used during
religious ceremonies. At this point it would be useful to dwell upon
the contacts between ancient India and the country of Mouru at the
end of the third mil.B.C. Such scholars as A.Ardeleanou-Yansen and
especially G.Possel who scrupulously analyzed the latest material from
the Indus Valley (as, for example, a «wig» from a composite statuette
from the late layers of Mohendjo-Daro, found by R.Midow) came to a
firm decision that close contacts existed between these two countries in
antiquity. They prove the presence of Margiana tribes in the settlements
of the Harappa civilization near 2000 B.C. Also, among funeral gifts
in the aristocratic tombs at North Gonur there were ivory hair combs
(Figs 33, 34) and other accessories made by craftsmen of Bactria and
Margiana, another fact that testifies to the existence of definite contacts
between these two countries on the eve of the third-second mil.B.C.

It has already been mentioned that the objects found in Margiana

and made in the Indian subcontinent belonged to the late layers of the
Harappa civilization though in Margiana the same articles were found in
the earliest layers. In this case one may suggest that not all the tribes that
came to the valley of Murgab from the faraway West settled down on the
banks of this river. Some of them continued their march eastwards and
reached the Indus Valley. These latest archaeological materials give new
grounds for reviewing the problem of the «Arian conquest of India».

If we come back to the «royal sanctuary» of Gonur we shall see that
besides the already mentioned artifacts, on the floor of chamber No 132
there were fragments of a clearly cultic ceramic vessel with an inscribed
ornament in the shape of horned goats among trees and with pipe-shaped
discharges that looked like bull’s heads (Fig.35); this is evidence of the
ritual, not secular, character of the «kiosk». The question though remains
of what kind of rituals and religious ceremonies were performed in this
very original structure? Like temples of fire and sacrifices the «kiosk» was
also placed inside the square of the defensive walls (a certain indication
of their important role in the religious life of Margiana); yet one could
enter it only through the outside walls of the square.

THE TEMPLE OF COMMUNAL EATING. When we entered the
northern gates of the temple city came a long way to reach the palace.
There are several large «courtyards» surrounded by corridors and
chambers. As we have mentioned above, such large «courtyards» or
«halls» with narrow corridors surrounding them recall the plan of the
type of a «courtyard framed with corridors» that was so popular in the
monumental architecture of the Near East and whose origin should
be looked for in the ancient Syrian architecture of the fourth mil.B.C.
(monument of Khabub-Kabir - Iraq). These monumental structures
extended from the northern part of the encircling wall of Gonur and
reached the complex of «royal sanctuary» and probably had same
functional connection with it.

But before we stepped into the labyrinth of «courtyards framed with
corridors» we would have noticed a large square (over 500 sq.m) that
started at the north-eastern wall of the square (Figs 36). By the time
of excavations this area was covered with a thick cultural layer (up to 1
m) that consisted of alternating layers of black ashes mixed with animal
bones and broken ceramics and white river sand. No parts of walls, no
fragments of buildings or altars or altar platforms were found here; only
separate spots of small bonfires could be clearly traced. The excavated
state of this square leads one to suggest that when Gonur was founded
it was a place where visitors and pilgrims from different corners of Mar-
giana could gather together. The aim of such systematic gatherings will
be clear to us when we shall come to the north-eastern section of the
surrounding wall, to the group of small and carefully trimmed chambers
with cult hearths in each of them (for example, No 7, 11) (Fig.37).

In some of the chambers of this complex for the first time we found
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large pear-like hearths that we had not seen in the temple of sacrifices.
The hearths played a role similar to that of the usual double-chambered
ritual hearths (Fig.38). Their construction is the usual plan for cult
hearths: prevention of direct contact of fire with bloody meat. To achieve
this, between a hotly burning furnace and a spacious oven they placed
a step with a perforated partition so that the heat could reach the meat
through holes. It is not accidental that only inside this type of hearths
skulls of large animals - cow, bull, camel - were found. The pear-shaped
hearths were found in the open air, except for the chamber No 40 where
both types of hearths were presented and a camel’s skull was found in
the pear-shaped hearth. Both types of hearths were used at the same
period of time. It is known that when ancient Iranians killed animals for
sacrifice, they left their heads and tails on the spot and dedicated them
to gods (this will be discussed in more detail below).

The main northern entrance to Gonur on its eastern side is flanked
with a blind western wall of the complex of rooms with double-cham-
bered hearths described above. As we remember, in front of this en-
trance was a reservoir where one should make ablutions. The second
reservoir built at a later stage is situated to the North from the square
and to the East from the complex with double-chambered hearths. To
both reservoirs water was supplied from the outside plain through a
drainage system made of ceramic pipes. All these facts testify that the
squares, ritual chambers and reservoirs were functionally linked together
and formed a single temple of communal eating. Such a complex of
structures for a given ritual is similar to those popular among ancient
Iranians (Iza) and Indians (Ida). Based on later sources we may suggest
that this kind of feast took place in squares and were meant for large
gatherings of people.

One can imagine that according to tradition on special days a great
number of pilgrims from different parts of the Mouru country gathered
together in the temple city situated in the key-point of the delta. We
can imagine how they were coming in family groups, or communities
driving one or several animals for sacrifice. Most probably after passing
through the northern gates and making ritual ablutions in the reservoir,
they passed with their ram, goats, cows or camels to the priests who had
already prepared the wood and started to burn the ritual hearths. They
probably prayed and pronounced some sacred texts and made rituals
unknown to us while preparing the sacrificed meat. Quite possibly the
pilgrims also participated in this ceremony and afterwards went to the
square and sat around small bonfires in case the eating took place in
the evening. Then, the temple servants divided among the people the
meat that was specially cooked and sanctified with prayers. They ate
the meat .»with a special concentration of mind and soul» (M.Boyce),
since ceremonies like Ida/Iza were regarded as divine strength that was
administered to everyone who participated in communal eating. Though
we have no direct evidence still we can suggest that this communal eat-

ing was accompanied with music and acrobatic acts. The suggestion is
based on the stone cylinder found in one tomb at Togolok-1; it bears a
scene of acrobatic capers and musical instruments among which were
large tambourines that probably produced loud harsh sounds (Fig.39).
According to linguists in the Hittite archives the word «festival» means
not only a «holiday» but also a «feast», a «banquet» that was often ac-
companied by musicians. Jumping acrobats are mainly known in the
Aegean-Anatolian world and now the cylinder with such a scene from
Margiana may be interpreted as evidence of cultural and historic con-
tacts between these two regions.

The halls (less probably, yards) encircled by corridors that were
mentioned above are believed to be the place where a kind of «secret
mysteries» (cult ceremonies and rituals) took place. These were sacral
acts associated with «communal eating» that should be hidden from the
eyes of non-initiated. They were meant only for selected priests. But the
final stage of the «communal eating» probably took place in the square
in the presence of a large number of people. The existence of secret
«mystical» cults in ancient Margiana society may be proved by the fact
that all those who participated in the scene on the cylinder mentioned
above had human bodies and monkey heads (or masks).

It is remarkable that in the Hittite written documents they speak
of «seasonal» meals with the participation of a king. First he made an
ablution of hands in a special pool and then entered the temple where
he joined the collective meals and ritual drinking. Maybe the «royal
sanctuary» described above had the same functions as a special place
where the ruler of Margiana participated in communal eating. And per-
haps this explains the fact that one could enter this structure not from
the side of the kremlin wall but from the outside of the defensive wall
of the square and that the space between the «royal sanctuary» and the
square of communal meals was built up by «corridor-encircled halls».

It is noteworthy that in antiquity the tradition of «communal eating»
was rather wide spread in the Near East and represented «the highest
level of purity, similar to sacrifices in the temple» (Magness). To some
extent this may bring to mind the Dionysian mysteries that were ac-
companied by music and ritual dances and even perhaps by theatrical
performances.

Also, let us remember another fact that has been mentioned above:
the alternating layers of black ashes mixed with animal bones and
ceramic fragments and pure sand that covered the square of the «com-
munal eating» up to 1 m high. We can imagine how the people who
were sitting in the square ate the meat of sacrificed animals, made
ritual libations and watched or even participated in dances, acrobat or
theatrical performances. It is hard to imagine that they would carefully
collect the remains of these ritual meals and kept them in some definite
place (or places). These remains were most probably left on the spot
and then carefully covered with sand. There is also another indirect
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proof of our supposition that was found in the later written documents
(including the Qumran manuscripts) according to which after the end
of communal meals they «covered the bones so that animals, dogs first
of all, would not drag them all over the settlement». Never before did
archaeologists meet such a cross cut of cultural layers and for the third
mil.B.C. this is the first such case in the entire zone of the Near East.
Communal eating played an important role in the cult symbolism of
Margiana and the enduring vitality of this custom is proved by the
fact that at North Gonur when one such square became cluttered and
could not be used any more they arranged a new one in another part
of the complex — first in its north-western part and at the last stage of
the monument in the southern part. Always next to these squares was
a reservoir filled with rain water through a system of ceramic pipes and
long trenches. By the time of excavations the squares were covered with
a thick layer of black burnt out ashes.

So far we have enough evidence to suggest that ritual festivals of
«communal eating» played an extremely important role in the ideologi-
cal views of the ancient Margiana people. Perhaps, they lasted until the
end of the North Gonur existence. We believe that the whole complex
that included the square, reservoir, a group of rooms with ritual dou-
ble-chambered hearths was united by a common function and can be
considered as a temple of communal meals.

Let us then continue the review of the architecture that our visitor
saw inside the northern part of the surrounding wall of the palace and
temple complex. As was mentioned above, the group of chambers with
ritual hearths occupied the north-eastern sector of the complex that
adjoins the surrounding wall. In the north-western section we found
quite a different architecture. It consisted of long walls that made up
two large halls or yards and a number of chambers that adjoined them.
It is very remarkable that no double-chambered hearths so familiar to
us were found in any of these premises. This is evidence that the given
ensemble had quite a different purpose. Among the excavated structures
we can single out a very large square building that was built in a later
period, that is after the foundation of the city. This is proved by the fact
that its walls were based on a thin layer formed by debris and ashes.
Still later a second square for «communal eating» was arranged on this
spot and underneath there were ruins of former chambers that deserve
a more detailed description. The structure was built strictly according
to the North-South axis and was fully complete. The largest feature in
this structure was a rectangular chamber that was located in the center
(supposedly, an inner courtyard) and slightly shifted from the central
axis (No 340). Also noteworthy are chambers No 341, 343, 344; each
of them had a well preserved double-chambered cult hearth. On the
floor of chamber No 346 was a rectangular altar severely burnt inside.
In chamber No 341 another double-chambered brick altar was located
opposite the cult hearth. But it is hard to determine whether it was built

at the first, main stage of construction or later.

Since most parts of this structure were not preserved, it is difficult to
establish precisely its purpose but ritual attribution seems most probable.
A special purpose for these chambers is evident from such findings as
a copper seal with an image of a winged human figure with bent legs
flanked with two snakes at his sides, as well as a miniature marble head
of a composite statuette. In the conclusion of this review of temple
structures one may say that in spite of the fact that their plan principles
were original and unique still offer evidence of traditional contacts with
the Iranian and Mesopotamian world. The tribes that migrated from the
West to Bactria and Margiana could have brought these traditions.

Chapter 4
A Presumed Solar Temple
of Mitra

UR visitor saw that temple structures went behind the limits of

the walls of the square and adjoined the encircling wall. To

gether with our guide we continue to move along this wall in
the direction from the North to the South and finally enter a group of
rooms that extend in a chain along the encircling wall. These chambers,
like most of those described above, also have a lot of cult hearths. This
plan ends in the middle of western facade and forms a badly preserved
altar square. The square has three round altars in different stages of
preservation and to a certain degree reminds us of those already men-
tioned in the temple of sacrifices on the western and part of the southern
sides of the square. The «altar square» was made at the edge of the
ensemble right on the sandy soil. Due to the very bad preservation of
the chambers it is difficult to say definitely what kind of cult ceremo-
nies took place there, but there are grounds to believe that fire played
the leading role in the rituals. Very important is a micro-complex that
has been preserved best of all; it joined the «large altar» (almost 10 m
diameter) that was located nearby. Almost all the rooms of this micro-
complex were joined together with common passages, which indicates
their common purpose.

In the center of the micro-complex was the large rectangular chamber
No 3 with a ritual hearth in its western wall, that most probably had a
social and ritual purpose (Fig.40). One may suggest that it was here
where common praying accompanied perhaps with collective singing
took place. A kind of corridor joins this large hall (a sort of <House of
songs») with the large round altar mentioned above (chamber No 30). In
the center of the altar is a rectangular sanctuary with a cult hearth placed
almost in the middle of the southern wall and opposite it a passage. On
the outer western side of the altar another rectangular structure of a
much smaller size was excavated; it had short partitions across its walls
that reminds one of the plan of «cells» mentioned above.

No doubt the altar was functional for a long time since next to it
two cult hearths of the latest period were built on top of accumulated
ash layers. They partially overlapped the altar walls that were already
ruined by the time of the construction of the hearths. We have grounds
to believe that this round structure was the main altar in the square and
was associated with the cult, probably solar, ceremonies and rituals. It is
remarkable that this construction of a round altar with a rectangular sanc-
tuary in the center and «cells» around it closely resembles a sacred part
of the so called round temple of Dashli-3 in Bactria (Afghanistan).
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In the same square to the South of the main altar there were two
more round altars that were poorly preserved. One of them had a late
ritual hearth that was built on top of the altar ruins. Remarkably, the
ancient builders dug the sandy soil down to 35 cm and then on the
ancient surface built the outer circle of the altar. The altar floor was not
strengthened: it was not even clay plastered and simply represented ash
and rubbish dumps that covered the sandy soil.

The third altar structure (room No 46) was very difficult to recover. By
the time of excavations only two double-chambered ritual hearths were
found. These unusually large hearths were located next to each other
and their mouths were both directed towards the North (Fig.41). It is
noteworthy that both hearths were burnt red from the top downwards.
They were burnt so severely that not only the furnaces but even the
«ovens» (which is very unusual) bear traces of very hot fire. One may
suggest that either they were burnt in a big fire or that a big bonfire
was burned on this spot and if this is the case, their purpose was rather
special. The floor of this altar was coarsely covered with a thick layer
of clay that continued on the nearby walls.

Unfortunately, the visitor who guides us at Gonur is only a product
of our imagination and cannot tell us which gods the sacrifices made
in this altar square were meant for. In many religions the round shape
of structures is usually associated with the solar cult that was often
linked with fire worship. In this connection it is remarkable that in the
Avesta, the god Mitra is mentioned more than once. He occupied one
of the main places in the pagan pantheon of Indo-Iranians and then
at a later stage in the Zoroastrian religion which followed. Mitra was
not only a god of agreements and consent, but he also personified the
«universal order» (the alteration of day and night), seasonal changes,
the way of making sacrifices and so on. In the Indo-Iranian religion
they worshiped him as Sun; he was a solar deity. In the sacred books
of the Rigveda and Avesta, Mitra was presented as a companion of the
sunrise; he provoked rain, helped plants to grow and promoted general
fertility (M.Boyce). Some scholars suggest that fire can be looked upon
as a Mitra’s agent. It is remarkable that he was equally popular both in
India and Iran. In the Avesta as well as in the Rigveda linguists found
quite enough evidence that Mitra was associated both with sun and
fire. Based on this we may suggest that temple structures with an altar
square excavated on the west outside the limits of the square could be
associated with Mitra cults.

In the Zoroastrian religion Mitra personifies many aspects of divine
power including that of the post-death judge who at the Chinvan bridge
evaluates the good and evil thoughts of the dead, the words and deeds
in his life on the earth. It is he who decides where the dead should be
placed: in paradise or hell. Very remarkable that Arshtat, the goddess
of justice, the worship of whom was not less than that of Mitra, together
with Mitra also participated in making these decisions .
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Most significant are the objects found in chamber No 13 situated
near the altar square. These objects are two painted anthropomorphic
figurines of the same type, made not of burnt but simply of sun-dried
clay. They represent seated people that closely resemble stone com-
posite statuettes (Fig.42). As a rule similar intact stone figurines were
found in aristocratic (and even royal) tombs of Bactria and Margiana
(Fig.43). Though their definite purpose is still unknown many schol-
ars believe that they were associated with funeral rites and finally, with
death. Since the clay variations of composite statuettes were excavated
near the altar square with a supposed solar altar with burning fire in it,
possibly in honour of Mitra, the «composite» statuettes found nearby
could represent Arshtat, the goddess of justice, who could help the
dead get into paradise.

Remarkably, none of these statuettes show sex signs, this missing
feature has long been a subject of hot debates among scholars. It is
known that «composite» statuettes were ready-made in different work-
shops and by different craftsmen. Thus, in the «tomb of a stone cut-
ter» at the Gonur necropolis besides funeral gifts three pairs of hands
made of marble had been placed. Such «serial production» of details
precludes their individual production and, on the contrary, suggests a
sort of «standardization» of components and «specialization» of crafts-
men. In other words, we may believe that each craftsman specialized
in production of a certain component of a statuette.

Still, we cannot deny that single statuettes (especially those from
royal tombs) could have individual features (and even may be a portrait
likeness), but certainly this requires additional evidence. It is known that
these types of statuettes are conventionally called «composite» because
such components as heads with caps or hairdos, arms and hands were
first produced separately and then put together. One may suggest that
faces were made by the most gifted craftsmen and in some cases they
probably could achieve a portrait likeness with certain of the dead.

Probably it is not accidental that ancient Manicheans believed that the
origin of Mitra was associated with the East; at present this idea seems
to derive its archaeological evidence from the glyptics and sphragistics
of Bactria and Margiana. These are popular subject compositions en-
graved mainly on stone amulets of Bactria and Margiana that represent
a type of images of coiling snakes or snake-dragons under the bellies of
birds or animals with the heads clearly bent to reach for their hind legs
(Figs 44, 45, 46). A very well known French scientist P.Amiet was
hardly the first scholar who drew attention to this subject and named it
«phallic symbolism» (Fig.47). Now it is proven that these subjects and
images reflect the common idea of some of the samples of the Bactrian
and Margiana glyptics, that is the «stealing of life-giving semen». In the
final analysis this idea is associated with general fertility and continua-
tion of life on earth.

It is a known fact that much later during the aggressive Eastern
campaigns of Roman soldiers they came to know the cult of the god
Mitra, and that thanks to them this cult spread from the East to the West
into the Roman empire. From Roman times up to our day there have
been preserved numerous images of the god Mitra wherein he kills a
bull who lets out his semen that coiling snakes try to steal. Up to the
present, these Roman compositions with this mysterious image serve
as the subject of hot debates among the most prominent scientists of
the world and so far have no definite answer. If one takes into account
such facts as the indisputable eastern origin of Mitra, the necessary pres-
ence of scorpions and snakes in these compositions, as well as semen
as the main object of dispute among them, then one may suggest that
the origin of Mitraism should be looked for in Bactria and Margiana.
And still it may be found in some other historical place that has not yet
been sufficiently studied.

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Chapter 5
The Temples of the Ritual
Drinks «Soma-Haoma»

TANDING on a low natural platform we can see an isolated

micro-complex that consists of many rectangular buildings. But

we could see it only if we came to Gonur at the time closer to
the last period of the existence of this center. Under the excavated walls
archaeologists found the remains of an earlier architecture, but what
kind of buildings were here, at the south-western part of complex in
the first ages of its life, is difficult to determine so far.

As in the other temple complexes of Gonur many double-chambered
ritual hearths were found here. The majority of them are concentrated
in the most southern of the rooms. By the time of excavations on the
western edge of the micro-complex a large square was located that
was covered with a cultural layer of rubbish and ashes, as well as with
ceramic «altars». Though most of them were rectangular still some had
a pear-like form, and all of them were severely burnt inside.

It is remarkable that in the northern section of the excavated area
in some chambers there were small holes of a conical shape that nar-
rowed at the bottom (diameter 1,0 m, depth 25-30 cm). Their inner
walls were thickly plastered with a special clay layer (probably for
waterproofing) and intact very small bowls or plates were immured
in the bottoms (Figs 48, 49). These hollows have low (one brick
high) round walls. The plaster and bowls were made in such a way that
the liquid they held should not leak out. Most chambers had one such
hole, though room No 22 had three of them. It is noteworthy that in
two of them there were bones of cattle (probably, cow-bull-camel); this
may not be accidental.

The custom to plaster the inside of big vessels of a pithos type with
a thick gypsum cover and to immure ceramic bowls in the bottom was
practiced in the later temples of the Margush country. They were as-
sociated with the preparation of a stimulating drink of a Soma-Haoma
type (temenos of Gonur, temples of Togolok-1 and 21) at North Gonur
- at its south-eastern outskirts, not far from the royal necropolis, and in
the Temple of Water (see below).

It is noteworthy that in one of the rooms with holes as mentioned
above there was a tube made of an animal bone and decorated with a
scratched image of a face with large exaggerated eyes and emphasized
pupils. Similar tubes with the same images were found in the Gonur
temenos, and at such monuments as Togolok-1 and Togolok-21 in the
buildings associated with the preparations and libation of ritual drinks
of the Soma-Haoma type (Fig.50). The tubes are supposed to have

been used for drinking this hallucinogenic drink, which explains the
exaggerated eyes scratched on them.

Thus one can say that the building where we are now, was associated
not only with the cooking of sacrificed meals (meat, first of all), with the
stimulating drink of the Soma-Haoma type - hardly the most character-
istic drink for the ancient Indo-Iranian, Aryan tribes- but also with the
ritual ceremonies. It is remarkable that the number of double-chambered
ritual hearths exceeds that of the cult «holes». One could suppose that
whilst sacrifices were popular and accessible to the common people of
Margiana, the ritual libations were the privilege of a limited number of
people, mainly priests and Margiana aristocrats.

Before leaving this complex it is worth mentioning that it was built
according to an exactly detailed plan and that almost all buildings were
constructed at one time. Especially representative is a large room No 44
with three chambers in its north-eastern section; it rather vividly represents
clearly ancient eastern architectural traditions (Fig.51). The definite
purpose of these chambers can be determined only after finishing the
excavation on this part of the palace and temple complex of Gonur.
Besides this temple in the area of Gonur there was another small temple
that «specialized» in the preparation of the ritual drink Soma-Haoma. It
was situated on the south-eastern outskirts of Gonur, very close to the
royal necropolis.

Itis not accidental that this small building complex was located outside
the encircling walls. All Margiana temples (temenos Gonur, Togolok 1
and 21) associated with the preparation of the ritual drink of the Soma-
Haoma type were originally located outside the limits of such complexes
and only at a later stage they transferred them inside the temples. The
same has happened to the south-eastern temple. It is small and very
compact and consists of eight rectangular chambers built according to the
plan of a «courtyard framed with corridors». The walls were preserved
at the height of 1-2 bricks and white gypsum coating in several layers
covered the floor, evidence of a special purpose for the building.

Contrary to such chambers in the Gonur temenos and temples of
Togolok 1 and 21, such chambers of this temple as a «courtyard framed
with corridors» and a «white room» (that is, a room in which the walls
and a floor are white plastered and that was directly associated with the
process of preparation of Soma-Haoma) are situated inside the complex
under discussion «under the same roof». The chamber No 1 is at the
center among the rest of rooms. Along its western side on the floor (and
not on a brick platform-sufa as was the case in the temenos of Gonur and
temples Togolok1 and 21) four large pithoi were placed. With the help of
additional clay plaster they fixed them to the floor and put several layers
of gypsum on its inner walls to prevent the leaking of liquid (Fig.52).
Opposite the pithoi a «recessed hearth» was made, its floor was on the
same level with the floor of the room. The «hearth» has preserved a
layer of coal and ashes, which reminds one of the analogous situation
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in the «white room» of the Togolok-21 shrine. The floor in chamber No
1 was twice covered with gypsum plaster. Between these two gypsum
layers one can trace a black burnt layer that could be associated with
the ashes from the «recessed hearth» mentioned above. The chamber
has two passages to adjoining rooms (No 2, 7, and 6, 8). Next to the
eastern wall there probably were some rooms but only fragments of
two walls have been preserved (Fig.53).

Sculptured statuettes of people and animals as well as one volumetric
male figure stand out among the objects found in the chambers of this
small shrine (Fig.54). It is absolutely clear that they decorated the rims
of ritual vessels and made up complete subject friezes. This type of ves-
sel was found earlier in the excavations of Togolok 1 and 21; the most
complete one comes from the Togolok-1 temple (Fig.55). In ancient
times sculptured details of ritual vessels, often with clear subject com-
positions, had very profound meaning. They were a kind of illustration
of myths and traditions popular among the tribes of Margiana. These
legends were most probably very well known in ancient society and this
explains the fact that the figures on the vessels were depicted in a rather
conventional way. The people knew very well who was depicted on a
vessel and what action was shown. The vessels were filled with water and
thus represented a model of a water element and a stable earth inhabited
with various animals, birds and people. The modeled fish, snakes and
very rarely, frogs on the bottom of these cups involuntarily bring to mind
associations with the Varukash Sea in the
middle of which according to the Avesta
the «Tree of all seeds» (the Haoma tree)
grows. As the Avesta states, around it the
fish Kara is swimming and protecting the
tree from evil beings (first of all, snakes
and frogs) who try to eat its roots. The
ancient people believed that the «Tree
of all seeds» sent down to earth seeds of
various plants that were necessary for the
life and continuation of human existence
and according to their beliefs snakes and
frogs were consequently regarded as evil
beings. There is no doubt that the statu-
ettes found in the rooms of the shrine on
the south-east of the complex belonged to
this class of cups.

In addition to clay figurines, one of the
rooms yielded a bone tube with absolutely
the same image - one with exaggeratedly
large engraved eyes from the shrine on
the south-west of the complex under in-
vestigation and that had been excavated

and described earlier from the temples of Togolok 1 and 21. Obviously
it was used for the same purpose - ritual libation of the hallucinogenic
Soma-Haoma type of beverages. It is noteworthy that the walls of the
shrine were destroyed by later graves, which means that the shrine was
probably functioning in the early stages of Gonur existence.

But we know that pithoi with a thick gypsum layer were popular at
the late monuments of Margiana (of Togolok 1 and 21 types) and so
we can suppose that the south-western shrine was most likely built and
used for rituals at the time when the nearby royal tombs were already
forgotten and left, or even plundered long ago.

The two excavated temples at North Gonur of the third-second mil.
B.C were associated with the production and libation of the hallucino-
genic beverage of the Soma-Haoma type and clearly show that this ritual
was very popular among the local tribes. Linguists proved that this cult
played an important role in the religious life of Aryan tribes among
whom later the first world religion - Zoroastrianism - originated. Some
suppose that the Soma-Haoma cult is associated even with the period
of the Indo-Iranian unity.

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Chapter 6
The Temple of Water

HE LARGE area that lies between the southern parts of the

walls of the square and the encircling wall is mainly occupied

by reservoirs. The buildings located in this area show that all of
them to a certain extent were associated with these reservoirs and one
may suggest that they formed a united Temple of Water. The main and
the largest reservoir stretches for 120 m from West to East, from North
to South 85 m and it is 1,5 m deep. Its northern bank is so narrow that
it could be referred to as a bridge that unites it with the small southern
reservoir. On both sides of the small pool a northern complex was
located where most of the rooms had double-chambered ritual hearths
built at the same time as the walls. The southern complex revealed quite
a different plan; its long chain of rooms stretched along the bank of a
large pool and from the inside adjoined the encircling wall.

NORTHERN COMPLEX. The plan of the rooms in the northern
complex is far from being classically monumental, but the number of
ritual hearths in them can be compared only with that of the Temple
of Sacrifices, a fact that testifies that the complex was most probably
associated with cult ceremonies and clearing rituals. In this case it
seems quite probable that sacrifices were made not only of meat but of
water as well. Quite remarkable in this connection is a hollow structure
made of mud bricks that was excavated in the very middle of the small
southern pool (Fig.56). This rectangular structure is rather large: 7.0
by 5.5 m, two of the walls are about 1 m thick, whilst two others are
thinner (accordingly 0.5 and 0.7 m). The blind walls are 1.5 - 1.6 m
high. In the southern wall at the very bottom of the construction was
an opening that on three sides was strengthened with clay to prevent it
from washing-out. A special gutter made of mud bricks (48X25X11 cm)
was laid on the bottom of the pool and joined the opening. The gutter
was 14-15 m long, 60 cm wide and 50-60 cm deep. At the spot where
the gutter entered the small pool it became almost 1 m wide and 20-25
cm deep. The gutter started right at the bridge that divided the large
and small reservoirs.

At a height of 0.7 m from the level of the small reservoir another
rectangular opening was made in its eastern wall. The inside of this
structure was once filled with reed layers, its traces have survived to
the present. The available material suggests that the whole construction
was a sort of filter for purification of the muddy waters of the Murgab
river. This water, though probably good for ritual ablutions, could not
be used for cooking and drinking. The filter probably functioned in
the following way: the water of the Murgab River filled the large res-
ervoir and then through the gutter described above and the opening

in the southern wall reached the «precipitation tank» that was filled
with reeds, and the water purified in such a way came out through the
second opening and then the small reservoir was filled up with clean
water. The priests and probably the rest of the Gonur population could
use this clean water for various purposes including cooking and ritual
ceremonies. The reed in the filter was changed from time to time. Prob-
ably the ancient tribes, like modern Turkmens, used not only reeds for
filtration but camel burr as well. The latter is known to have very good
anti-bacterial, disinfecting qualities.

If we are correct in our supposition that the ancient Margiana tribes
worshiped the pure nature of water then it is logical that the filter was
built so close to the buildings of the Temple of Water on the northern
bank of the reservoir. In the square that was located in between the
two sides of the small reservoir there was a dense and monotonous
construction that consisted of rooms which by the time of excavations
have preserved ritual double-chambered hearths. One may suggest that
originally the northern complex of the Temple of Water has stretched
very far to the West and could have come closely to the south-western
Temple of Soma-Haoma described above.

In the period before the complete abandonce of Gonur the very
western rooms of the northern complex of the Temple of Water were
occupied by ancient mettalurgists who used them as shops where
they concentrated bronze alloys and moulded various metal objects

(Fig.57).

SOUTHERN COMPLEX. The rooms of the northern complex
were grouped around the «small reservoir», as was described above.
But on the opposite southern bank of the large reservoir the rooms
were stretched in a long chain as if «<squeezed» between the bank of
the large reservoir and the southern part of the encircling wall of the
entire ensemble (Fig.58). In the center of the southern encircling wall
(directly opposite the main, northern entrance into the palace and temple
ensemble) were the southern gates on both sides decorated with two
protruding rectangular and massive pylons.

We shall start our short tour from the extreme eastern point where
a large courtyard of an asymmetric rectangular form was situated on
the bank of the reservoir. The courtyard was empty except for some
rooms in its south-western corner. Perhaps in the beginning it was re-
ally a courtyard that was later built out with small rooms. At the time of
excavations, instead of the eastern wall, there was an opening leading
to the nearby «royal necropolis».

Farther in the northern direction at the «large pool» a series of ac-
curately built structures that were apparently connected, stretches on. A
central rectangular structure No 45 stands out among them. The inside
walls of all the rooms were carefully plastered, especially those that had
a direct link with the reservoir itself. Perhaps originally the bank was
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higher and the whole structure topped the southern bank and later,
when the water rose, it was covered by it.

Though it is not proven, it seems logical to suggest that the structure
under discussion was originally used as a temporary residence by the
first kings of the migrating tribes during the period of the construction
of the palace mentioned above. The supposition can be supported by
the fact that nearby, a bit to the East, was a royal necropolis (it will be
described later on) and it is important to remember that the ancient
Iranian aristocracy preferred to bury their dead close to their houses.
In this connection one also has to remember the fact described earlier,
that when at the palace of North Gonur (rooms No 91-94) in the «back
yard» of the king’s residence, a dakhma-mausoleum with royal burials
was found.

A separate micro-complex was located near the western part of the
encircling wall. In some of its rooms single double-chambered hearths
were preserved, and perhaps, it was here where the first migrating Indo-
Iranian aristocrats made their sacrifices. A large courtyard (chamber No
20) took the central place in the micro-complex. Its floor was covered
with a thick layer of clay and on a low platform were placed three large
double-chambered hearths stretched in one line. All the mouths of these
hearths faced the same direction and the furnace in one of them was
carefully lined with ceramic fragments (Fig.59).

On the northern side of this hall-yard that faced the «large reservoir»
there was no wall and the connection between the yard and the reservoir
seemed most logical. It was water, or more broadly understood, the
nature of water, to which the sacrifices prepared in these cult hearths
were made. In this case one may suggest that the royal family that lived
in the temporal residence could perform their cult sacrifices to water in
this very courtyard. Also, it is remarkable that separate places used for
preparing the Soma-Haoma drink were found in this yard.

The passage in the center of the western wall in chamber No 20 led
to the adjoining micro-complex that on all four sides had long blind
walls, and inside of it a series of small rooms with double-chambered
hearths were located. The western wall of the micro-complex is located
on the same line with the southern gates as if separating the eastern part
of the Temple of Water from the rest of the structures.

Farther to the West through the long «street» that starts from the
southern entrance with pylons of the encircling wall and ends at
the water of the «large reservoir», one can see buildings of different
periods. These were large rectangular rooms badly damaged by later
reconstruction and only in two upper rooms cult double-chambered
hearths have been preserved.

A wide stepped terrace that the ancient irrigators made in the south-
western bank of the reservoir helps significantly in our understanding of
the purpose of the complex under discussion. The terrace about 10 m
wide and about 5 m deep was made after the water moved to the center

of the reservoir due to the slow constant drying out of the reservoir.
On this terrace (or horizontal platform) the small room No 65 with a
cult double-chambered hearth in the eastern wall (Fig.60) was partly
cut out in the virgin soil and partly made of mud brick. It seems that
the ancient people in their attempt to shorten the distance between the
flowing water and the place of sacrifice tried to move the hearths as
close to water as possible.

Before closing the description of the most ancient Temple of
Water in Margiana one should mention the following fact. Besides
the specially constructed «filter» on the bridge between the large
and small reservoirs there were remains of an irrigation system that
was made of fired (not mud) bricks that cannot be easily washed
away. But unfortunately it was so badly damaged that it could not
be reconstructed.

The plan of rooms in the northern and southern parts of the Tem-
ple of Water suggests a different functional purpose. Zoroastrianism
is known to have various cleansing rituals that should precede prayer.
Special attention is given to morning ablution; one could not begin
doing anything before the morning cleansing.

The first thing every Zoroastrian had to do in the morning was an
ablution, the process that cleaned a man after his sleep. Alongside this
partial ablution, in some special cases of profanation it was necessary to
make thrice-repeated ablution of the whole body. In other words a lot
of water was required for all these processes. In this case it is logical to
suggest that the large reservoir was most suitable for this purpose and all
the ritual ablutions took place in it. Remember that its size was: 180X80
m and that a few rooms with separate double-chambered hearths were
located along the reservoir.

As was mentioned, there was another situation on the opposite,
northern bank of the small reservoir. There was a dense building and a
lot of cult hearths and the small reservoir with clean limpid water. It is
easy to suggest that sacrifices that involved clean, drinkable water took
place there. It is remarkable that the purification system, the «filter»,
was built only in one place, on the southern side of the complex, ad-
ditional evidence that the rooms being described may be regarded as
the Temple of Water.

There is one more point that requires our attention. Like other rivers
in the world the Murgab river gradually changed its bed moving from
East to West. Consequently less water was coming into both reservoirs
until finally the supply of water dried up. The Margush people had
to think of some way to stop the marked shallowing of reservoirs and
they began with the help of a special drainage system to gather the
rain water in such a way that they could restore and preserve the water
level in the pools.

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Chapter 7
The Royal Necropolis of Gonur

NE cannot leave the palace and cult ensemble of Gonur with

out visiting a small necropolis of ten burials on the south-

eastern bank of the main reservoir. We remember that near it
was the temporal residence of the Margiana rulers, in full accord with
the traditions of Indo-Iranian aristocracy (Figs 61, 62). We have all
possible evidence that the royal residence as well as the royal necropo-
lis belonged to the very early period of the ancient history of Mouru
(Margush), to the last centuries of the third mil.B.C.

It is remarkable that in spite of many features common to all these
tombs, one cannot find two exactly alike. Two tombs stand out among
the seven excavated burials. They represent extremely large but still or-
dinary pit burials; the burial No 3225 is oval, its dimensions are: 3,5X5.3
X1.65 m deep and the burial No 3240 is 3.75X5.5X1.95m deep. The
other five were made in the shape of an underground miniature house
and gave us an idea of the residences of the Margiana aristocracy. Here
one should note that according to specialists only Indo-Aryan tribes
made burials in the shape of underground model houses.

These burials had already been robbed in antiquity and perhaps
more than once. We cannot even say whether their covers were flat or
oval since neither of them had any bricks from vaults or fragments of
beams left. At the same time the ceilings had certainly existed since
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entrances to the burials were capped with mud bricks without plaster
between the rows. This demonstrates that in case it was necessary to
bury another corpse, they could easily remove the bricks and enter the
chamber. Other evidence also testifies that these were collective burials
of a crypt type.

Two other tombs No 3200 and 3210 also have something in common:
their southern walls are faced with mud bricks, a fact that makes them
appear to be «houses of the dead» that stretch for 6.0 m from West to
East and for 3.0-3.5m from North to South. The northern sections of
pits (somewhat wider) give the impression of a yard. The «house of
dead» in tomb No 3200 was divided into four chambers-rooms and
both entrances were located on the northern side. Three rooms were
joined with passages whilst the fourth one was isolated. In the middle
of the northern wall of the yard was a passage (entrance) wide enough
for a four-wheeled cart to go through. The «house» in the burial No
3210 consisted of one room with one entrance, also on the northern side
(Fig.63). These funeral structures (yards and rooms) were carefully
plastered with clay inside.

An absolutely different «yard» was at burial No 3220; its floor was
on the level of the height of its walls instead of on the level of the floor
of the «house». On the present surface a half preserved brick circle
around this burial has survived. By the time of excavations the eastern
section of this brick circle was completely ruined; this was most likely
explained by the later construction of an encircling wall on this spot
(Fig.64).

All the facts mentioned above prove that the royal necropolis existed
here long before the construction of the encircling wall. The brick circle
around the burial No 3220 was ruined in the very last period of the royal
necropolis when the chamber tomb No 3250, also robbed in antiquity,
was built here. Inside the brick circle in its western section in addition
to the «house of the dead» a double-chambered ritual hearth of a pear
shape was built and had survived intact to the time of excavations. Earlier
we described this type of hearth when speaking about the hearths found
in the northern section of the complex of «communal eating». Inside the
northern section of the encircling wall was a double-chambered altar of
fire made of brick with clear traces of burning inside it (Fig.65).

The «house of the dead» in the burial No 3220 consists of four cham-
bers-rooms: one corridor with passages to three other rooms (Figs 66,
67). The entrance to the «<house» had a ramp in the north-eastern corner
of the structure. In the middle chamber was a ritual double-chambered
hearth and opposite it a «table» made of two rows of mud bricks that
were once covered with wooden boards.

Tombs No 3230 and 3235 had no yards (Figs 68, 69, 70). To the
South of them were two pit burials and of them the oval pit No 3225
(one of two intact burials of the complex) was closer to the tomb No
3230 while the rectangular burial No 3240 was near the tomb No 3235.

The tomb No 3230 was badly disturbed by robbers but still one could
determine that it had at least 3-4 rooms. Along the northern wall of the
tomb in the narrowest chamber a double-chambered ritual hearth was
excavated.

The most representative ritual structure was the tomb No 3235that
despite numerous robberies had a well preserved plan. Its entrance was
on the eastern side and had seven steps that led down underground.
It consisted of five main and three additional (supposedly, household)
chambers. In chambers No 2 and 3 double-chambered ritual hearths
were made, chambers No 4 and 5 had common cooking furnaces and
in the passage-corridor (chamber No 6) near the north-western corner
of the chamber No 7 a small «secret» double-chambered ritual hearth
was placed. Its outside walls were covered with a thick clay layer that
continued to the thickly plastered walls of the chamber.

It is remarkable that in these cult hearths as well as in those of the
tomb No 3220 the oven was separated from the furnace with a simple
step instead of a partition. So, we can again repeat our suggestion that
these were hearths for a special purpose. As has already been men-
tioned above this kind of hearth were most likely used for burning
aromatic herbs instead of wood. Incidentally, one can recall that in the
aristocratic funeral chambers of the Gonur necropolis the same model
of cult hearths with a «step» were excavated.

In the southern wall of the chamber No 2 and in the northern wall of
the chamber No 3 of the tomb No 3235 the usual recessed niches were
found whilst in the western walls of both chambers were «blind windows»
analogous to those of the palace of Gonur described above.

Sol bir wagtyn 6ziinde sahnada ¢6l peyzazy dal-de, dag
landsafty suratlandyrylypdyr. Dag landsaftynyr beyan edilmegi gadymy dap-
dessurlara sarpa goylupdyr diyen pikiri déredyar, sol bir wagtyn 6ziinde ussa
esasy gahrymanlary 6zinir tdze watanynda goripdir.

Sol bir wagtyn 6zinde Gonrufi patysa mazarlaryndan tapylan birmerizes
blring gursawlar Baktriyanyn we Elamyn (Gunorta-Gunbatar Eyran)
gadymy mazarlaryndan tapylan gursawlara galymdasdyr. Onat saklanyp
galan iki sany arabanyf her birinifi tigirlerinifi ahlisi birmerizes ululykda
bolupdyr.

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Chapter 8
Funeral Gifts

T IS characteristic that no niches in the «<house» of the tomb No 3210

were found, while in the tomb No 3200 they were excavated only

in two rooms: No 3 and 4. In room No 3 - only in the southern
wall and in room No 4 both in the southern and northern walls. All
these niches were secret, they were camouflaged and looked like an
ordinary wall. The most valuable funeral gifts were believed to have
been placed there. Here one should note that between the relatives of
the dead and ancient robbers a kind of a «war of nerves» was constantly
going on: relatives by all possible means tried to hide the richest funeral
gifts in secret places, and robbers did their best to find them and in
most cases succeeded in this. But sometimes fortunately for us, there
were exceptions.

Thus, in the tombs No 3220 and 3235 the archeologists managed
to find two rich treasures. In the south-eastern corner of the tomb No
3220 by the legs of the dead man at the depth of half a meter down
from the floor level 24 vessels were excavated (Figs 72, 73). Two of
them were gold, 17 silver and 5 copper and bronze. Among them one

cylinder vessel in the shape of a goblet stands out. It was decorated
with a pair of walking two-humped camels made in relief (Figs 74,
75). This breed of camels is called «bactrians» and the name obviously
indicates the place of their origin - Bactria - a historical area in the North
of Afghanistan. But since this type of camel appeared in Margiana
earlier than in Bactria we have the grounds to give them another name
- «camels-margiana.

Certainly, the place of the origin of these camels is not so important
for us. Much more significant is the craftsmanship of the ancient Mar-
giana masters. The whole scene was made with such skill and so realisti-
cally that it can rank with the objects of the world art. Undoubtedly, the
camels on the goblet are to be classed with the ones used during official
ceremonies: the withers are carefully combed and the hips are decorated
with distinctive signs in the shape of a big triangle (Fig.76).

It is remarkable that the same sign of a triangle was found on a hip
of a camel from another silver object (Fig.77). This was a small camel
figure on the top f a pin that was found on the neck of a dead body in
a much later aristocratic burial at North Gonur (last period of Gonur).
This burial in cist No 2900 within the limits of a northern section of the
square will be described later in more detail. Meanwhile it is important
to understand the meaning of these signs on camels’ hips. These could
be signs used for marking the cattle that belonged to the royal family
because they were used during the entire period of the existence of the
Gonur settlement without any change.

A camel must have played an exclusive role in the life of ancient
Margiana tribes since on the bottoms of some silver and gold vessels
no images of any other animal but a camel were engraved. One can
imagine that these images had only a symbolic meaning since they were
made on the bottom of objects. In this connection it is important to
remember that the camel was very significant among Zoroastrians. One
of the versions of the translation of the name of the prophet Zaratustra
means «old camel» or «an owner of yellow camels» (Figs 78-79).
Also, one should add that on some of the images above camels’ humps
there were engraved a unique sign that resemble hunting bows. But this
needs additional study.

Now let us go back to the hiding places in royal tombs. The second
secret place found in the burial No 3235 though smaller in size was not
inferior in its artistic value to the first one. It was also excavated under
the floor level at the depth of over one meter and consisted of seven
vessels: two small gold goblets, two small copper-bronze and three
silver cups (Fig. 80).

One conical silver goblet attracts special attention. It is decorated
with an animalistic group in high relief performed in the highest artistic
traditions (Figs 81-82). The scene represents a lion fighting a bull,
two antelopes flanked on both sides by the «tree of the world», another
antelope drinking water from a spring and guarded by a lioness and

and a golden spring
from tomb 3220.
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finally a wolf with its tongue hanging out of its mouth because of a
long chase after a rabbit and a bear carefully descending a mountain.
It is noteworthy that all the main figures represented animals that live
on the plain while the scene took place on a mountainous rather than
a desert background. One may suggest that the mountainous scenery
reflects an ancient tradition and the animals the master watched over in
his new land. Extremely moving is an engraved head of a horned goat
with a mournful tear rolling down, as if the goat mourned the owner of
the goblet who had died prematurely.

Not all the funeral gifts were found in hiding places of the royal
burials. Most of them were placed in special rooms in the so called «gift
keepers» found in three of the five burials (Fig.83). Except for burials
No 3200 and 3210 they were excavated in the room No 4 of the burial
No 3220, room No 5 of the burial No 3235 and room No 1 of the burial
No 3230. The «gift keepers» were wooden boxes placed right on the

dead body. In all the cases except for the burial No 3235 their inside
surfaces were covered with mosaic panels which will be described later.
One may suggest that the boxes contained the main bulk of gifts but
not the best part of them. They were possibly placed so that robbers
would take them and not continue the search of the grave.

Here is another important note: in the royal as well as in other aris-
tocratic burials (chamber tombs and cists) the bodies of the principal
dead were always placed in one chamber and gifts in another. The fact
of the matter is that in all the tombs under discussion representative
of upper aristocracy (rulers, high priests), members of their families as
well as slaves and servants were buried. Naturally, such monumental
underground structures were built for burying of rulers, high priests and
members of their families. Though it sounds so cynical to us, servants
and slaves served as «funeral gifts», they were killed to follow their

masters to the underground and serve them there. Naturally, the defil-
ers of ashes had very little time for the robbery; they had to demolish
the entrance and walls of a tomb, to find their way inside of it, to pack
the gifts into bags, to try to find hiding places. All this had to be done
fast and imperceptibly since one may suppose the presence of some
kind of guard who was responsible for keeping peace in the palace and
temple complex. Under these circumstances it is not surprising that
bones interested the robbers the least. As a consequence , the present
researcher faces a difficult problem of defining to whom -master or
servant- the bones belong to.

To close the subject of funeral gifts let us briefly describe the few
but still very significant objects that for almost four thousand years
after robbers «visited» the tombs have been preserved under the
ground. All the tombs without any exception yielded such symbols
of power (not only civil but probably religious as well) as large stone
disks, the so called stone miniature columns that were used in some

rituals so far unknown to us, and long stone scepters
(Figs 84, 85). Most of the stone disks were made of
alabaster (about half a meter in diameter and 12 cm
thick) and had a groove round them. All the graves
had one such disk and grave No 3210 had two. Only
in two cases were they found exactly where they had
been placed by the relatives of the dead. In the grave
No 3200 they were excavated in the «yard», outside
the north-western corner of the «house of the dead»,
next to the vertically standing two meter scepter (the
largest ever found in Margiana). And in the grave No
3220 a scepter was placed edge-wise inside the niche
on the northern wall of the room No 3.

Scepters were usually made of schist and their low ends were about
10 cm thick. In cases when their upper ends survived (as in the cases
of some burials of the Gonur necropolis and in the «grave of a lamb»
at North Gonur) they were usually decorated with tops. In most of the
cases their lower ends were made in the shape of hooves of large ani-
mals (most probably, a horse). The lower ends as a rule had no traces
of wear, this is probably a sign that they were used more as a symbol of
power than as really practical scepters. The aristocrats seated in thrones
could have kept them as symbols of power, or they perhaps symbolized
those scepters that their leader once used during their earlier march in
search of the «Promised Land».

In three graves there were two stone miniature columns and one
miniature column in the first grave. In any case such columns were
excavated only in aristocratic graves or in the graves that were associ-
ated with ritual ceremonies. They seem to be evidence of a high social
state of the dead. Another confirmation of the high status of the dead
buried in the five tombs under discussion is the fact that in three of
them carts were excavated. Here again we would like to repeat that
among the graves described above, the pit graves No 3225 and 3240
were located close to the «houses of the dead» of the graves No 3230
and 3235 respectively.

The grave No 3200 was the first among the royal tombs that was
excavated. Compared to the rest of the tombs this one was better pre-
served and the gifts were found in the yard where they were originally
placed. In the yard to the East from the central gates of the tomb a
four-wheel cart was found. This is the first intact cart from the end of
the third mil.B.C. excavated in the Near Eastern and Central Asian
zones (Figs 71,86). The platform of the cart was made of five boards
(0,2x%0,9 m) placed on the front and hind axles. The platform was 0,8m
wide. The boards of the platform were fixed with the help of narrow
wooden boards (5cm) placed perpendicular to the wide ones with 40
cm distance between them. The platform was placed not strictly in
between the wheels but was shifted closer to the hind axle. This was
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surely the original plan since the traces from boards were quite well
preserved but near the front axle no fragments of wood were found.
The platform starts right behind the front wheels. All the wheels have
the same diameter - 0,7 m.

The second cart (dismantled) was found in the pit grave No 3225.
At the western wall of the pit two pairs of wheels were excavated
(Fig.87). All four wheels, though of the same construction as those
in the grave No 3200, had a larger diameter - 90 cm. Next to the cart
and partially on top of the wheels a wooden platform was found. It was
constructed differently than that in the grave No 3200. It was long (160
cm) and narrow (32 cm) with a low back (165 cm long and 15 cm high)
with elbow-rests of the same height on both short sides. The platform
was made of one piece of wooden board 32 cm wide and 2 cm thick
while the back and the elbow-rests were made of three narrow boards
of the same thickness and 5cm width and were fixed at some distance
one from another.

In the pit burial No 3240, badly damaged by robbers, remains of
wheels of the third cart were excavated. Only the rather large wooden
remains with characteristic traces of bronze oxides testify that these were
wheels (Fig.180). Two wooden fragments had a characteristic shape:
thicker to the middle and thinner to the edge. This made it possible to
reconstruct the diameter of wheels, equal to 80 cm.

Based on these wooden fragments and the remains of wheels from
the grave No 3225 it is possible to imagine their construction. All wheels
were similar. They had no spokes, were solid and made of three wooden
panels and their bushings were also wooden. On top the panels were
fixed with a lath; the rims were covered with six bronze segments with
large, wide-headed bronze rivets.

This type of wheel without spokes demonstrates the most ancient
and the simplest type of wheels which nowadays is rarely seen in the
mountain villages of the Caucasus though earlier they were more widely
used there. The one type of bronze rims from the royal tombs of Gonur
exactly replicate the analogous ones from the ancient graves of Bactria
and Elam (South-Western Iran. It is remarkable that all wheels of the two
well preserved carts had the same size whilst on the ancient drawings
the diameter of the front wheels is less than that of the hind wheels.

So far the purpose of these carts is not sufficiently clear. It is difficult
to determine whether local aristocrats used them as a mean of transporta-
tion, or these were carts used for household needs. This is a less plausible
explanation since they were found in the graves of aristocrats. Finally
they could have been a special «ritual hearse» still used by some people.
It is very important that from the archaeological point of view these are
the first intact fragments of carts that make it possible to reconstruct the
carts of the period that we are investigating. We may be positive that
they first brought the carts into the graves (in the grave No 3225 it was
dismantled and in the grave No 3200, it was intact) and then other ritu-

als, including human sacrifices, were performed.

The animals that had to accompany their master in the underground
world attract our interest as well. In the grave No 3200 where the first cart
was found a small young foal was practically crushed by the cart against
the back, eastern wall of the yard. On the southern side at the wheels of
the cart several thousand years ago a grown up camel calmly sat down
on its belly in its usual pose, tucking its front and hind legs under the
body. Later when this noble animal was killed by some way unknown
to us, and in the yard of the tomb its head fell off on the left side.

Another detail also attracts our attention. In the opposite north-
western corner of the yard bones of another camel were found; this
camel was older than the one we just described. The remains of this
camel were in disorder, a fact that testifies once more to the ritual of
sequential burials: apparently the mixed camel bones were the bones of
a camel that had been sacrificed for the first man buried in this tomb.
When the second (or just the next?) man was buried and a new camel
was brought in, the bones of the previous one were just moved aside.
To the left from the entrance to the same tomb, a big dog was buried.
Other bones except for the very small bone fragments of a ram in the
room No 2 of the «house of the dead» were not found.

The clearest picture of the location of animals inside a tomb was
preserved only in this grave (No 3200) and in the pit grave No 3225.
The rest of the tombs were so damaged by robbers’ raids that their
reconstruction may be considered as conventional. Nevertheless the
remains in the «yard» of the tomb No 3210 may suggest a picture similar
to the one in the two graves under discussion. Close to the center of
the yard was presumably a skeleton of a grown-up camel and near the
eastern wall two sheep and a calf.

Noteworthy is a skeleton of a small dog with long legs found on the
floor of the «yard» (tomb No 3200) closer to the western wall (Fig.88).
One might assume that the dead dog was wrapped in a cloth since on
top of its body and under it a lot of small gypsum beads were found.

It is remarkable that practically the same set of animal skeletons was
excavated in the ruined pit grave No 3240: two camels, one calf, two
dogs and presumably two sheep. In the well preserved pit grave No
3225 besides slaves-servants only one adult and one young camel were
buried. No animal remains (including those that could testify to funeral
meals) were found in the tombs No 3220 and 3230.

We believe that camels buried in these tombs in the lifetime of
their owners were used during parades and different other ceremonial
occasions. By no means were they used as draught animals. This is
demonstrated by the fact that in the tomb No 3225 on the back of a
camel excavated in the center of the tomb were found remains of a
wooden saddle very similar to those that are used nowadays for long
distance trips. Buried camels simply manifested the wellbeing of their
master during his lifetime.
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A horse (or more precisely, a stallion) buried in the tomb No 3200
due to its young age seems even less suitable for draught work. Also it is
not at all surprising that dogs were used for sacrifices since it is a known
fact that this domestic animal was highly respected by many peoples
including the Indo-Iranians tribes. They played quite a special role in
funeral rites. The whole set of buried animals including cattle and small
horned animals, camels and dogs makes it clear that their role was to
provide a rich comfortable after-life for their former master.

As has already been mentioned the life of a master in the after-world
had to be provided by his servants-slaves. And so each of the royal
tombs had human sacrifices. Thus, the tomb No 3200 contained the
bodies of an elderly woman, a young boy and a girl that were buried
in the «yard» by the entrance to the «house of the dead» in the pose
traditional for the Margiana tribes (on the right side with bent legs). It is
worth mentioning that they were killed prior to the camel whose head
lies on top of their bodies.

If we are right in our supposition that pit graves No 3225 and 3240
somehow «accompany» the «houses of the dead» of the tombs No 3230
and 3235 respectively, then we may say that these human sacrifices were
the richest among the rest of graves. Thus, in the pit grave No 3225 ten
people were buried, in the tomb No 3230 seven slaves and in the pit
grave No 3240 were at least 15 skeletons while in the tomb No 3235
eight bodies of presumable slaves were excavated.

According to anthropologist N.Dubova some of these dead first
kneeled and then were murdered. She also believes that the rest of the
slaves died as a result of violence. So far we cannot say how these people
were killed. The absence of any injuries on their bodies suggests that
neither their heads were chopped off nor their throats cut.

Based on the explanation given by the English archaeologist
L.Wooley regarding the cause of the death of those buried in the royal
graves of Ur, and having in mind the calm poses of the dead in the
graves under discussion, we may suggest that they used some kind of
poison with slow action. This could also be a kind of narcotic that first
put the victims to sleep and then led to death. Still, a ritual suffocation
as another method of murder should also be taken into consideration.
Anyway it is absolutely clear that the large number of human sacrifices
testifies to the high social status of those buried in the royal graves and
to the deep social differentiation of Margiana society.

Besides special funeral gifts that accompanied only the high level
rulers, the royal tombs also yielded objects of art and every day life that
antique robbers fortunately left behind. Thus, in the «yard» of the tomb
No 3220 next to the central entrance to the so called hall (vestibule) of
the «house of the dead» (room No 3) archaeologists found two bronze
lamps, one of which (with an open-worked body and long handles freely
hanging down) closely resembles the analogous object from the Quetta
treasure (Beluhistan). The location of these lamps at the entrance to the

«house of the dead» suggests that they were meant to lighten up the
way to the after-world (Figs 89-90).

Gold decorations that were once kept in round or square boxes were
found on the floor of the room No 4 in the same tomb No 3200. By the
time of excavations only mosaic lids of the boxes were preserved, the
contents of them had been robbed in antiquity (Fig.91). The skillful
Margush craftsmen very beautifully combined mosaics with polychrome
painting and it is remarkable that their designs can be easily traced in
modern Turkmen carpets and rags (Fig.92).

Bronze cosmetic «small shovels» and a pin topped with a figure of
a «resting calf» were found next to these boxes. They were so skillfully
silver-plated that they look like genuine silver objects (Fig.93).

Very close to this place was found a large hairpin with an iron stem
and a gold top in the form of an eight-corner star and a halfmoon
(Fig.94). This was the first iron object found at the monument under
discussion. Its analysis in the laboratory showed that it was made of
meteorite iron, a rare find in archaeological practice.

The «house of the dead» has prepared more surprises for archae-
ologists. They excavated a miniature gold statuette of a mountain goat
less than 1 cm high and a turquoise figurine of a lion pressed to the
ground and ready for attack of an animal; its height was only 0,7 cm!
Both figures demonstrate the highest level of realistic art, the hillocks of
goat’s horns were clearly marked, the muscles of his body were tense,
its tiny tail, eyes and ears were accurately modeled. Just imagine that
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those masters had no modern precise instruments; they could use only
their sharp eyes and skillful hands! (Figs 95-96)

The variety of decorative stones used by the Margush craftsmen is
demonstrated by a necklace made of agate beads wrapped in gold bands
on each side and of small carnelian pieces. Noteworthy is a truncated
golden cone that was probably once fixed on a wooden base thus rep-
resenting the skirt of a deity (Fig.97). Since the upper part of the body
has not been preserved we can only imagine that it was topped with a
golden female head with grossly exaggerated eyes and ears. The pieces
of gold foil found nearby may testify that once the figure might have
had arms. We can also imagine that wheat ears could have «grown»
out of the presumably cone-like body. Eight wheat ears were gypsum

and their bronze beards were pointing to opposite sides while two ears
were gold and had silver beards. One can assume that this was a deity
of plentitude with wheat ears growing out of its body.

Two faience figures of falcons badly damaged by robbers were
represented in heraldic pose with wings spread apart, tightly clutched
claws and heads with short beaks that looked straight at the spectator
(Fig.98). The skillful combination of faience and gypsum plates gives
arealistic impression of falcons’ wings. The falcons looked very impres-
sive since the outlines of both of them were decorated with gold foil.
The original purpose of these falcons is difficult to suggest at the present
stage. But we can assume that once they were used for the decoration of
a canopy over a cart since near the cart mentioned above a small frag-
ment of another similar figurine was found. The figures of falcons were
made with such realism and skill that they can definitely be regarded
as real pieces of world art.

Strangely enough, right on the wall (and only partly, on the floor)
in the same room No 4 there was found a large necklace of about one
thousand gold, carnelian and lapis lazuli beads that once was used as
a chest decoration. To keep the beads in place they were strung on
threads stretched between gold plate dividers, an absolute copy of the
dividers of the necklace from Tellya-Banat in Syria that are dated to
the second half of the third mil. B.C.

Unfortunately, the robbers that many centuries ago made their raids
on the tomb No 3210, left considerably fewer objects for archaeologists.
Thus in the «yard» of this tomb there were the contents of a skin (or
fabric) bag which consisted of small stones, a miniature stone head of
presumably a dog or a wolf, and a statuette of a horse of marble-like
lime with a saddle on its back.

In the other part of the «yard» the robbers left behind the so-called
ivory «fortune teller sticks» (similar to those from the «royal sanctuary»
in the Northern part of the complex), as well as random pieces of gold
foil and seven golden beads. Near the wall close to the entrance to the
«house of dead» was found a marble head from a composite statuette
with a hair-do made of black steatite (Fig.44).

The finds in the tomb No 3210 testify to the fact that a man-warrior was
buried there. This set of finds consisted of fifty flint arrowheads, a small
silver signal trumpet (Fig.99) the kind the warrior-riders presumably used
either for reorganizing the military rows or for training of domestic horses,
as well as over thirty large (up to 70-75 cm high) ceramic vessels of the
same type that were once filled with beer or wine and now were placed
in the tomb for the pleasure of the dead in his afterlife (Fig.100).

The same tomb yielded the so called «game board», a wooden
panel (38 by 18 cm) decorated with an ivory grating (Fig.101). The
grating had three squares in the width and eight squares in the length.
On each side of the panel two squares instead of a dividing line had
bone inlays that depict the goats lying with heads turned, facing back-
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ward (Fig.102). Similar «game boards», but with another design of
inlay and with various bone counters were found earlier in aristocratic
tombs of North Gonur, for example in the cists No 2900, 3130 and 3310
(Fig.103). Close to the «game board» some badly preserved pieces of
ivory facing were found.

Also modest was the set of findings in the tomb No 3220. On the
floor near the northern wall of the room No 1 the robbers missed a
ceremonial bronze axe (Figs 104, 105) and next to it was a copper
and bronze seal with a simple design that by no means could match
the level of royal burials (Fig.106).

In the upper layers of another corner of the tomb an ivory «cosmetic
shovel» was found as well as several stone beads and marble handles
of a composite statuette. In the room No 2 on the surface of the table
mentioned above was the gold spring of presumably a bracelet that was
most probably left by robbers. In the same room a bracelet of several
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bronze and stone beads including one agate, was embracing the wrist
of the female skeleton mentioned above. The third chamber was most
rich in ivory objects; besides the «fortune teller» sticks it had small
counters of various forms with an ornament of funnel-shaped goblets
with a scorpion engraved on them (Fig.107). The fourth chamber,
which was a corridor, had practically no finds, except for a marble ram
(Fig.108) which was used as a pillow for an adult man at whose feet the
first and the richest treasure of vessels was found. Remarkably, the style
of the ram statuette reminds one of an analogous one found far from
Margiana, in the Indus valley (Fig.109). So far, the lack of evidence
prevents us from determining the exact place of origin of this animal.
Forty four flint and six stone arrow-heads found with the skeleton testify
to the fact that this was the main burial (Fig.110).

Though the funeral gifts in the tomb No 3230 are not very impressive,
one may suggest that originally the tomb No 3230 was much richer.
Thus, one of the five buried women had a gold necklace and a bronze
ceremonial axe laid under her head, a fact that makes one think that
this was the main burial (Fig.111). A man buried next to her also had
a gold necklace. The ten flint arrow-heads under his head were placed
in such a way that gives the impression that once they were kept in a
small skin or fabric bag. In general, this tomb turned out to be rich in
beads. Starting with the very upper layer in the south-eastern corner of
this tomb we found lazuli, carnelian, agate, small gold and other beads
(Fig.112). At the same time the three skeletons in this corner, in the
separate room No 3, had no personal decorations. The upper layers of
this tomb yielded a fragment of a lower part of the steatite composite
statuette, small gypsum artifacts with unclear ornamentation, four pieces
of an ordinary bronze pin, fragments of at least four bone hairpins, one
of which had a top in the form of a poppy bud (Fig.113). One of the
five women buried in the room No 1 had a big oval composite bead
on her chest: between two steatite halves a white stone was placed.
The other two women on their shoulders had simple bronze seals with
partitions.

The last tomb No 3235 yielded more artifacts. Thus in the room No
1 we found a small silver vessel, a cosmetic flacon with a lid and an ap-
plicator with a top in the shape of a resting bull, as well as the body of a
wooden rectangular box with a mosaic (gypsum) ornament (Fig.114),
and a silver hairpin. Also here were found pieces of gold foil and an-
other «box», also a wooden one, with traces of red and black paint. In
the room No 2 next to a cult hearth two ivory plates with through-cut
holes for affixing were excavated. The surface of the ivory plates was
decorated with engraved crossing lines (Fig.115). An absolutely identi-
cal plate for affixing was found in the robbers’ hole.

In room No 3 a stone scepter was found and under the floor a hiding
place with valuable vessels. Also the same room has yielded thirteen
dispersed flint arrowheads, pieces of gold foil, two big agate beads with a

gold band on each end, as well as a flower made of «dyed» turquoise and
decorated with gold and bronze stem and leaves (Fig.116). Another
similar flower also with turquoise petals and bronze stem and leaves
was found inside a double-chambered hearth of the room. Among the
skeletons buried under the floor of the room No 4 there were fragments
of gypsum mosaics and another agate bead with gold bands that was
probably left by robbers who were searching for the hiding place and
which they did not find. No valuables were found in room No 5 but on
the floor near the cooking hearth in the southern wall there were exca-
vated five copper and bronze staples in the order of a square; perhaps
they had served as legs of some wooden object.

The finds described above show that the main part of funeral gifts in
the tombs differ from those in other aristocratic graves of Gonur. These
are mainly objects-symbols of the high social status of the buried and
besides these gifts represent a large number of gold, silver and other
valuable artifacts. Most of these artifacts are analogous to those of the
tribes of Elam, East Anatolia; some are similar to the still earlier cultural
traditions of the Kopet Dagh foothills, others to the tribes of the Indus
valley. Some objects found for the first time for the given period are
real masterpieces of art and deserve special description.

Tigr we Yewfrat deryalarynyn arasyndaky dizliikde yerlesyan monumental
binalaryn kdpusinif yiz tarapy olar bilen bezelipdir. Bu tehnika biraz gijirak
hem ulanylypdyr (Kisedaki mozaika). Sundan g¢en tutsan, Gonrun diwar
mozaikasy hem hut su déwre degislidir, emma margus kompozisiyalaryna
menzes mozaikalar Mesopotamiyada tapylmady.

Chapter 9
The Stone Mosaics of Margiana

VER ten years ago small mosaic gypsum inlays were found

during the excavations in some rooms of the North Gonur

palace. Boxes for mirrors and other valuable items were
decorated on the outside with mosaic geometrical designs and were
excavated in some chamber graves of the Gonur necropolis. These
finds testify that Margush tribes were familiar with mosaic technique.
This is not something strange since the mosaic technique was known in
Mesopotamia as early as the fourth mil.B.C. It was represented in skill-
ful geometrical inlays of semi-precious stones that decorated details of
objects or buildings. This technique was used during the entire second
mil.B.C. They were mainly used for decoration of facades of important
monumental buildings. The wall mosaics (often compositional) became
especially popular in the early dynastic period and lasted still later (mo-
saics in Kish). Presumably the wall mosaics of Gonur also belonged to
this period but we find no direct analogies between the subject mosaics
of Gonur and Mesopotamia.

The first tomb excavated at the royal necropolis of North Gonur
under No 3200 yielded hundreds of triangles, squares and circles ac-
cumulated in the plundered tomb during past centuries. Gypsum inlays
also took the forms of scrolls and other complex figures. No doubt in
the past they made up beautiful ornamental compositions that we can
now only imagine. As support for such a supposition, in room No 4
was found a small mosaic component preserved in its original place.
The wall surface was carefully cleaned and right on it several inlays
that formed part of a circle with a volute were glued with a special red
glue (Fig.118). In the «yard» of the same grave was found a gypsum
inlay that showed a wolf’s head with small details painted with black
paint (Fig.119).

The excavations of other royal tombs, especially No 3210, revealed
absolutely fantastic material that demonstrated a very high level of crafts-
manship of the Gonur artists. In the «yard» of this tomb at the height of
1,5 m above the floor level complex mosaic compositions were found.
First to be mentioned is an 86 cm long frieze that depicted alternating
pairs of winged lions presumably in fighting position with raised hackles
and bared teeth (Figs 120, 121). They had a horn on the nose and
a beard. A larger winged lion was also found with its tail on its back,
a horn on the nose and a sharply curled beard on the lower jaw (Figs
122, 123). This fantastic beast stood on strong muscular legs. Its entire
figure shows inner dynamism and expression. Single heads of these
fantastic animals were also found in the tomb No 3235. The largest of
them was made of white marble (Fig.124). Mosaic friezes preserved
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in the tomb No 3210 portray predators (as, for example, snakes) that
were devouring peaceful herbivorous horned antelopes (Fig.125).
We can only guess that the walls of the tombs No 3230 and 3235 were
also decorated in the same way, but only separate fragments have been
preserved unfortunately (Fig.126).

Similar beasts in the shape of snakes were widespread in Bactria and
especially in Elam and represented a special Elam-Bactrian style in the
local science of demons. Analogous snake beasts with thin beards and
curved horns are often represented on stone, mainly steatite, artifacts of
Bactria and Margiana and closely resemble Srvara from the Avesta - a
horned dragon of ancient Iranian mythology. The four-legged dragons
of Bactria and Margiana have the features of a lion or snake and quite
often their necks are decorated with scales (see the silver seal from the
Gonur necropolis) which according to M.Pottier make them closely
correspond to the Mesopotamian subjects of the Akkadian period
(third-second mil.B.C.). This scientist who studied the subject of such
dragons very closely writes: «According to my opinion there is no
doubt that this iconography spread from Mesopotamia in the direction
of Central Asia».

The subject of snake dragons devouring sheep seems to be popular
among the local tribes and Margush artists often used it in their work.
The snake images were no less popular in neighbouring Bactria; the
applied art of this country clearly demonstrates this fact. Remarkably,
in Margiana the mosaics were often supplemented by polychrome
paintings. This seems to be the first case in which such a combina-
tion was recorded in the ancient art of Central Asia. One may say
that this type of mosaic opens a new page in the history of the art of
the Ancient East.

Thus, in Bactria and Margiana there were at least two types of
dragons portrayed: snakes and four-legged animals always with a horn
on the nose and a beard. Of those the most popular in the Bactria and
Margiana glyptics were snake dragons and much more seldom winged
four-legged animals with a beard and a horn, represented on mosaic
panels and on a unique silver seal from Bactria (Fig.127).

The mosaic subjects and images from the royal tomb No 3210 had a
clear Near Eastern origin and were brought to Margiana and Bactria by
migrating tribes. Absolutely the same fantastic four-legged creatures with
horns and beards were well known from the sphragistics and glyptics. At
the same time such snake dragons were more popular in Bactria, this can
be explained by the local interpretation of the imported Mesopotamian
subject. It could be that some animals were replaced by the snakes that
were so widely represented in the local fauna.

Similar fantastic snake dragons with a horn and beard sometimes
decorated the surface of stone boxes. In this connection very representa-
tive is a silver gilded ceremonial axe from Bactria, now exhibited in the
Metropolitan Museum (Fig.128). It was cast in the form of a winged

man with two eagle heads that fights
a bore and a fantastic winged beast
with a head decorated with a beard.
Between these Bactria-Margiana and
Mesopotamian fantastic beasts Elam
serves as an intermediate point; a
ceremonial axe in the shape of a
beast’s head with a horn and beard
speaks in favour of such a statement.
One may say that monsters with a
horn on the nose and a beard on the
lower jaw represent the Elam style.
In the monuments of the BMAC
they were interpreted according to
the local conditions and assumed
the image of snake dragons but
always with a horn and beard.

Among the wall compositional
mosaics in the tomb No 3210, spe-
cial attention is directed to mosaic
images of eagles in the heraldic
pose with widespread wings and
always headless. One may suggest that they were made in relief and in
this case the robbers could have easily knocked the heads off without
even noticing (Fig.129). The subjects of mosaic panels seem to be
very diverse, as shown by the finding of two large gypsum heads of
panthers whose bodies were not preserved (Fig.130).

The mosaics under discussion were made by the method of «direct
composition» wherein a glue layer was plastered right on the wall and
then the ready-made figured mosaic pieces were fixed on the wall. This
supposition is supported by separate figured gypsum pieces that were
fixed right on the walls and were found before the time of excavations.
But one can suggest another method as well, wherein the finest complex
compositions were first assembled on wooden panels covered with glue
and then fixed on the tomb’s walls.

Thus at different levels of the earth that during the past 4000 years
has filled up the entire volume of the grave No 3220 there were mosaic
compositions of the leaves of the Indian plant «pipala» that resemble
the form of a heart. The size of most leaves was 5X6cm. They were
placed in one row with an alternating sharp end (Fig.131). The mosaic
gypsum inlay was white while the central part of hearts was bright red
and the outlines of hearts were painted black. The longest fragment
was 50 cm. Remarkably, some fragments faced up and some down. On
the back of most hearts there were traces of a hard solution used for
fixing them. Rare small wooden fragments between the mosaic pieces
helped in reconstructing the method of their production. It seems that

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first the wooden panel was plastered with some kind of glue and then
the gypsum leaves made before-hand were fixed upon it. After that the
mosaic was painted and fixed on the walls.

The same method of fixing mosaics can be traced in tomb No 3220.
Here on top of two bricks over the skeleton of a man a large wooden
«box» (or a «box for keeping gifts») was placed, with dimensions of
1.0X0.6x0.6 m. The bottom as well the side walls of the box were deco-
rated with compositions of the «pipala» leaves, analogous to those found
in the room No 1, only the leaves were a bit larger (7X8 cm).

The inside bottom and the outside walls of the «box for keeping
gifts» that was placed over the woman buried in the tomb No 3230

were decorated with a carpet design (Fig.132). Probably, as a result
of numerous robberies no wall decorations have been preserved in this
tomb. We have only some fragments of these decorations in the form
of a pheasant’s head (Fig.133), fragments of griffins and snake heads
mentioned above, a volumetric body of a snake, and fragments that
resemble mountains.

In the room No 3 of the tomb No 3235 various mosaic inlays of
white stone and gypsum serve as evidence of a composition that unfor-
tunately has not survived to the present. Only the excavated fragments
testify to the impressive decoration of this room which was once used
for keeping funeral gifts in the given tomb. The fragments portray
large fluffy wings, a beautiful marble head of a dragon with open jaws,
mentioned above; an upper part of a snake’s head also of marble, and
pieces of objects whose ornamentation resembles Shumerian dresses
of a «kaunakes» type.

A small probably once wooden «box» that has preserved on its side
ribs and in the middle of each wall mosaic decoration of rose orna-
mental elements of a «bud» type with gypsum dividers between them
was found in room No 1 of the same «house of the dead». The «buds»
are outlined with a gypsum frame of the same shape. The same type
of ornamental bands were found on the walls of this and neighbouring
chambers (Fig.134).

We may believe that human images were also represented in the
mosaic art (Fig.135). A beautiful portrait was excavated in the chamber
tomb No 3245 of the royal necropolis. It showed probably a characteristic
female profile with large black eyes, a strongly protruding hooked nose,
as well as an impressive ear with either a curl or an ear-ring (Fig.136).
From the other preserved small fragments we may suggest that the
portrait had long curly black hair and folds of a red dress.

The «faience» moulds or patterns found in the tomb of a stone carver
at the Gonur necropolis (Fig.137) may suggest that they could have
been used for the assembling of mosaic panels. Various special signs
on the back of mosaic inlays in the form of circles, lines, «<hearts» for
complex subject compositions (for example, winged griffins, snakes
and so on) were probably made ready for the easier assembling of
mosaic panels.

The excavations of the royal necropolis of Gonur proved the high
level of art in ancient Margush. Until the present day none of the monu-
ments including those in the recognized centers of world civilization as
Mesopotamia and Egypt can boast such types and varieties of mosaic
with elements of painting.

Gazuw-agtarys islerinin gorkezisi yaly, Gonrurh merhumy jaylamak bilen
baglanysykly desgalarynyri gérnusleri ran durli-dirli bolupdyr. Marguslylaryri
kopusi (85,1 goterimi) sahtaly guburlara jaylanypdyr.

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Chapter 10
Funeral Rites

HILE describing the royal necropolis of Gonur one cannot

ignore the funeral rites of the ancient Margush tribes. The

material for such study has been provided by the excava-
tions of the large necropolis located 300-350 m to the West of North
Gonur. The necropolis with 2853 graves occupies the area equal to 10
hectares and is the largest among the excavated graveyards of Central
Asia at the end of the third-second mil.B.C. The preliminary results of
the excavations of the Gonur necropolis have been already published
(Sarianidi, 2001). Taking into account the excavations at the same ne-
cropolis made by the Ligabue Study and Research Centre (Venice, Italy)
as well as the graves destroyed during the construction of the modern
canal the number of graves would total almost 3000.

The excavations revealed various types of funeral constructions.
In Margiana the majority of dead (85,1%) were buried in shaft graves.
These were vertical pits with a side chamber at the bottom. In the shaft
as well as in all the other types of graves, the dead were buried in a
crouched position, on the right side, and with the head pointing north
(more rarely, in a North-West orientation)(Fig.139). Afterward the
entrance to the side chamber was closed with bricks, so the skeletons
rested in a hollow chamber.

Alongside shaft graves they also used a much simpler type of tombs,
the so called pit graves (about 11%) (Fig.140). Preliminarily the walls
of pit graves were burnt red hot. The burnt layer served as a division
between the soil which was a «pure nature» and the decomposing corpse,
thus protecting the earth from profanation. Most of these burnt pit graves
contained skeletons of dwarfs, various cripples with obvious physical
deformities and had no funeral gifts. We have every reason to believe
that burnt pit graves were used for burying people with clear or hidden
physical deformities, presumably for sterile women (or those who gave
birth to dead children), so that their flesh would not profane the «pure
nature» of the earth. Additionally our supposition can be proven by
the fact that most of the burnt pit graves were situated in one spot, on
the very edge of the Gonur necropolis.

Another type of funeral construction at the Gonur necropolis were
the cists that make up 2,1% of the total number of graves (Fig.141).
They were used for a single (not successive) rite of burial. Like shaft
graves they were hollow inside (not filled with earth) and belonged
to the local Margush aristocracy which was evident from the rather
rich funeral offerings and personal decorations that included objects
of such precious metals as gold and silver. The last type of grave was
represented by the so called chamber tombs that make up only 1,9%

of the total number of the excavated graves at the Gonur necropolis
(Fig.142). These were underground rectangular holes, most of which
were faced with mud bricks. On the floor of the more carefully done
chamber tombs were a kind of bed and brick platforms that imitated
tables. In the end walls of such chamber tombs were niches that look
like «cupboards», sometimes full of sets of dishes. Chamber tombs
were hollow and had independent roofs. Due to the entrance that was
capped with mud bricks without the use of any mortar, these tombs
could be used for successive burials. In this case the old skeleton was
moved aside and a new corpse was moved in.

The main entrance to chamber tombs (in cases where it was possible
to find traces of it) was situated mainly on the South or South-West-
ern sides and were always capped with bricks without mortar. Also it
should be mentioned that usually approximately in the middle of one
of the long walls a model of a double-chambered hearth was located,
sometimes with a thin ash layer and even with small vessels inside. We
have evidence to show that the chambers first from the entrance were
«funeral chambers» while the following ones were used for funeral
offerings. Generally speaking chamber tombs represented a simple
version of royal tombs and looked like house models, and in case of a
one-chamber tomb they represented a bedroom.

Almost all chamber tombs had already been plundered in antiquity,
but fortunately they had preserved pieces of gold foil, fragments of silver
items and ivory, a set of finds that speaks in favour of the fact that the
dead in these tombs belonged to local aristocracy, to those who heir-
archically were the first after the royal family. Special attention should
be paid to the practice of «secondary burials» when the skeleton was
first cleaned of fleshy parts and then reburied. The evidence for this is
the fact that by the time of excavations most tombs were free of skel-
etons and had only «bone hash» and sometimes human teeth. In some
cases the floors of tombs were so carefully swept that only «bone dust»
remained in them. In the Avesta there is a mention of the «secondary
burials» in connection with the construction of temporary graves «kata».
And though the concrete forms of such burials are not yet clear, we
should not doubt the fact of their existence in antiquity. Our supposi-
tion is based on the fact that the practice of «secondary burials» was
recorded throughout the entire zone of the BMAC up to the necropolis
of Swata in North-West Pakistan, as had been stated much earlier by
the late professor J.Tucci.

Besides the four types of burials that were discussed above (shaft,
pit, cists and chamber graves) at the Gonur necropolis, three fractional
graves were found. These are simple holes in the ground where the
long bones were placed with a skull on top of them. This is evidence
of a special practice wherein preliminarily the corpses were placed on
some kind of platforms (dakhma) where the birds of prey like griffins
and/or specially trained dogs cleaned the flesh from the bones.
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Finally, another type of burial was represented by the so called ceno-
taphs; that is these were ordinary graves, often with funeral offerings
but always without skeletons, evidence of a symbolic burial of someone
who died far from home.

Special attention should be paid to the fact that the local tribes of
Margush by all possible means tried to prevent the direct contact of the
«pure nature» of earth with a decomposing corpse. Let us remember
that in shaft and chamber tombs as well as in cists the dead were always
lying in a kind of vacuum so that the decomposing soft tissues of the
dead could contact only the bottom of a grave which the relatives of
the dead tried to isolate with different layers of sand, gypsum layers and
probably by animal skins. One should also bear in mind the fact that the
soil in Margiana consisted of alternating layers of sand and clay (up to
half a meter thick each) which according to the beliefs of ancient Margush
people served as isolating material. In this case they believed that in all
types of graves the decomposing bodies had no direct contact with the
earth and consequently did not profane it. Undoubtedly, the most repre-
sentative in this connection are the so called «burnt graves» whose walls
were first burnt and thus preserved the «pure nature» of the earth from
profanation during the decomposition of physically disabled people.

SECONDARY BURIALS excavated among the aristocratic tombs
of the Gonur necropolis and presumably at the royal necropolis as well,
resemble closely the funeral rites described in the Avesta. In the third
fragard of the Videvdat, it is clearly recommended to take the dead
out of their graves, and this completely coincides with the funeral rite
of «secondary graves».

Such basic signs of ancient religion as cleaning rituals in their
straightforward and representative form seem to appear in the world
archaeological practice for the first time. It is especially remarkable
that they were found among the Margiana pagans. Later the same rites
in their reformed form will appear in Zoroastrianism - the first world
religion.

SOUL-TRAVELER. According to funeral rites and beliefs of Indo-
Iranians the soul of the dead travels in the after-world and in «Greece
sometimes in the grave of the dead, they put shoe models for travel of
the soul». In this connection very remarkable is a pair of typical Central
Asian shoes with toes pointed up that were made of sun-dried clay. They
were found among the funeral offerings in one of the semi-destroyed
graves in the ruins of the Dashli-3 temple (Bactria, North Afghanistan).
Another model shoe, this time a ceramic one, was found in one of the
semi-destroyed graves on the surface at North Gonur (Fig.143).

These seemingly insignificant finds have an exceptional scientific
value and may serve as evidence of common funeral rites among the
Indo-Iranian, Aryan tribes in the second mil. B.C.

N THE AUTUMN of 2006 in Turkmenistan an International Con-

ference with the participation of leading specialists in the linguis-

tics, archaeology and history of Central Asia and the Near East
took place. The participants had a chance to see the treasures that for
thousands of years the Turkmenistan land had kept in its depths; they
admired monumental buildings, engineering constructions, jewelry
objects of the Margush country and came to the unanimous conclu-
sion that ancient Margiana is a peculiar phenomenon in the history of
the Near East and probably together with Mesopotamia, Egypt, India
and China can be regarded as the fifth center of ancient world culture
and civilization. The participants of the Conference discussed such still
complex and disputable problems as whether the tribes that migrated
to Margiana were Indo-Aryans and whether Central Asia was the moth-
erland of the first world religion - Zoroastrianism.

Many modern scholars doubt the existence of temples among the
Indo-Aryan proto-Zoroastrian tribes, though in the Gata, the most
ancient part of the Avesta, it is written: «...independently of the later
associations, the paradise is a temple building; the prophet mentions
the names of the paradise and the hell as the House of Praise and the
House of Lies» (V.Krukova).

It is obvious that besides their material culture the mysterious mi-
grants brought to their new Central Asian motherland their religious
beliefs, cult (including funeral) rituals and ceremonies.

This supposition is proven by the very early temples and sanctuaries
found inside the temple and cult ensemble of North Gonur described
above. Also in the much later Togolok oasis, a kind of «cathedral»
monumental temple Togolok-21 and another much smaller «rural»
temple Togolok-1 were excavated (Figs 144, 145). An intermediate
sized building is the small temple inside the temenos of South Gonur
(Fig.146). The rest of the temenos was built out with ordinary resi-
dences with subsidiary premises where mainly those who served the
temenos and the temple lived.

All the known temples of Margiana and Bactria refer to the pagan,
pre-Zoroastrian period and we do not know whether they still existed
after the reforms of Zoroaster. Just note that about the middle- second
half of the second mil.B.C. there began the construction of a monumental
temple with twelve round corner bastions that closely resembled the
Tepe Nush-i-Djan temple in Midia that is referred to the beginning of
the first mil.B.C. (Fig.147). Though this temple was situated on the
road of the eastern Assyrian campaigns it is not mentioned in the Assyr-
ian records, a fact that is very important for solving the problem of the
existence of the early Zoroastrian temples of Margiana. It is believed
that Nush-i-Djan is the earliest among the known temple constructions
that had probably existed before the reforms of Zoroastra. The uncom-
pleted temple of the Gonur temenos may also testify to the existence
of pre-Zoroastrian temples in Margiana. To what has been said above

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one should add the discovery of remains of the monumental architec-
ture of the Akhemenid period at Dushak, at the South Turkmenistan
monument Ulug Depe made lately by French archaeologists (Fig.148).
One can see clear parallels between these remains and Tepe Nush-i-
Djan in Midia. In short, the latest discoveries in the northern foothills
of the Kopet-Dagh reveal a clear historical connection of this region
with Western Iran. Since the time of the origin the Zoroastrian religion
is the seventh century B.C., the discovery of a monumental building of
a Tepe Nush-i-Djan type at Ulug Depe in South Turkmenistan is very
remarkable and important as a demonstration of the continuation of
the architectural traditions from the pre-Zoroastrian, pagan age up to
the Akhemenid period.

Anyway, at the present time after the excavations of the ensemble
of North Gonur one may state that monumental temple buildings in
Margiana and Bactria from the pre-Zoroastrian period are recorded. In
spite of the originality of the plan they demonstrate close parallels with
the monumental architecture popular in the area from Eastern Anatolia
up to Western Iran. It is noteworthy that neither type of temples of North
Gonur described above had been known in Central Asia prior to the
appearance of new tribes in Margiana. Many architectural features and
traditions of temple construction can serve as evidence that the tribes
that migrated from the far West brought their «architectural memory» to
Margiana. Summing up what has been discussed above we may say that
seven temple constructions were recorded at North Gonur. These were:
the Temple of Fire, the Temple of Water, the Temple of Soma-Haoma, the
Temple of Sacrifices, a presumable Temple of Mitra-Sun and the temple
of Communal Eating. Their construction is referred to the last centuries of

the third mil.B.C,, that is to the Akkadian and post-Akkadian periods.

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Chapter 1
The Cult of Fire

E SHALL start with the Temple of Fire located inside the

palace and cult ensemble at the eastern facade of the krem-

lin. Here on one and the same spot three (if not four) tem-
ples were situated one on top of another and the earliest among them
preserved one row of four rectangular altars dug into the soil. The altars
appeared to be <hidden» behind the blind wall. Remarkably, according
to the existing practice the altars were placed in some secret place in a
temple instead of being exposed for everyone to see. In Margiana such
a practice was traced up to the end of the second mil.-middle of the first
mil.B.C (Tepe Nush-i-Djan). One may assume that this basic tradition
continues even in our day when only priests can watch the burning fire
in the altar (M.Boyce).

It seems that scholars were not accurate in their assumption that
Zoroastrians placed their altars in secret places in order to hide them
from destruction by Muslim fanatics. It seems more logical to suggest
that this tradition was rooted in pre-Zoroastrian paganism and then
naturally and smoothly was carried over into the new religion.

The construction of Temples of Fire one on top of the other cannot
be explained by the lack of free lands. Most likely they did this in their
attempt to save the old traditions of worshiping the fire in the same
place. Remarkably, only Temples of Fire and Sacrifices as well as the
royal sanctuary with a «kiosk» were situated inside the square, a fact
that makes them stand out from among the remaining temples in the
ensemble. But even among these select temples only the Temple of Fire
was an isolated temple that had its own encircling wall, while the rest
of the temples were encircled by one common wall.

From the time of the Gonur temenos and up to the end of the Bronze
Age in Margiana no other independent Temples of Fire were found;
this gives reason to believe that the Temple of Fire mentioned above
was the only one meant for a certain purpose and that it survived from
the very beginning of the construction of the ensemble almost to the
last moment when the ancient tribes left Gonur.

CULT HEARTHS. The Margiana tribes seemed to place a special
value on fire. Except for the Temples, premises of the palace and tem-
ple complex of North Gonur appeared to be «overcrowded» with the
double-chambered cult hearths mentioned above (Figs 150-153).
Remember that they were either rectangular or pear-like. It is a known
fact that among Zoroastrians the profanation of fire by dead flesh could
cause a death penalty and as a consequence, they thought of a clever
way of constructing a partition (sometimes a step) between the two parts
of a hearth: a furnace and an oven. It is remarkable how accurately the

ancient descriptions of sacrifices correlate with the ancient material facts
of the third mil.B.C. Even more noteworthy is the fact that very soon,
that is in the second mil.B.C,, this type of hearth was almost absent at
the nearby temenos of Gonur. Possibly this indicates changes in the
rites and rituals of sacrifices.

The rectangular hearths were used for cooking the meat of small
animals (goat-sheep) while the pear-shaped were used for large ones
(camel, cow/bull). In both cases the hearths contained the animals’
heads, shoulders, and long bones, since these were presumably the
parts that had to be sacrificed to gods.

When archaeologists began the excavations of the Temples of Sac-
rifices at the western side of North Gonur they were first surprised and
then puzzled by the great number of cult hearths that were found in
almost all the excavated premises. But later as the area of excavations
was enlarged they came to the conclusion that this situation is explained
by the fact that «It is the common practice among Indians and Iranians,
as we have seen, to devote each sacrifice to a particular deity, who is
called by name, with the proper ritual words, in order to hear the praises
offered him amd to receive the gifts of his worshippers».

DEPOSITS OF SACRED ASHES. The most ancient altars of Mar-
giana had next to them some containers that were originally rectangular,
dug into the soil (the Temple of Fire of North Gonur) and faced inside
with bricks. But very soon thereafter, beginning with the Gonur temenos
they were round in shape and were built at the surface level. By the
time of excavations all of them were filled with pure white ashes and
firmly «sealed» with mud-bricks to prevent possible future profanation
of the ashes.

According to B.Litvinsky such ritually pure ashes from altars were
divided into several categories and then distributed between temples
and even parishioners the same way as it is done among modern
Zoroastrians.

PAGAN ALTARS. Various altars, differing in form and purpose,
were built simultaneously with the construction of monumental temples
in Margiana. In pre-Zoroastrian times the «altars were situated at the
level of a seated man» while in the first centuries of the first mil.B.C.
the picture had resolutely changed. Though the Tepe Nush-i-Djan is
undoubtedly a Temple of Fire we are still not sure whether it really was
a Zoroastrian temple. Anyhow, according to numismatic data already
in the Sasanid times when the Zoroastrianism was a state religion the
altars of fire were built as columns with capitals and stepped basis. The
Tepe Nush-i-Djan was most likely a real Zoroastrian Temple of Fire with
the changed form of altars, when low Gonur type altars were replaced
with column-like ones. This could have occurred from the Midian time
and absolutely sure from the Akhemenid period.
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One should remember that in the Temple of Fire of North Gonur
only rectangular altars associated only with the cult of «eternal flame»
were known whilst in the Temple of Sacrifices and the so called Temple
of the god of sun Mitra at the same time they built large round altars
(up to 7-10 m in diameter) that were most likely used for burning
aromatic herbs in favour of gods. This supposition is based on the
fact that in double-chambered hearths of cult structures («kiosk» in
the royal sanctuary, round-in-plan altars of the Temple of Sacrifices)
instead of ashes from wood there were ashes of burnt presumable
aromatic herbs, which seems to find its support in the works of the
ancient authors.

In the case of large altars, when they used meat for sacrifices it
was in the form of small and very fat pieces (the so called «internal
fat») that priests placed right on the fire. As for the cult ovens that
contained remains of burnt herbs instead of wood it is noteworthy
that in the Avesta it is clearly said that gods were looking only for
the «soul» of a sacrifice , that is that they could be satisfied only by
aromatic smell. As an illustration of the Avesta one may note that
modern Zoroastrian priests cut through various fruit and vegetables
for the favour of gods.

It is noteworthy that from the earliest time the rectangular altars were
built in secret places and hidden behind blind walls and the round altars
were built in open places and were accessible to all people in Gonur.
True, in the very late «Togolok» period they were also built in the secret
places of temples (Togolok-21).

Though in the Gonur temenos only rectangular altars of «eternal
fire» were found we still have grounds to believe that up to the final
Bronze Period of Margiana the round altars also survived, though much
smaller in size. A classical example of this is the «cathedral temple»,
or in other words the Temple Togolok-21, where in one corner rec-
tangular altars with the «pavi» were «hidden» while in the opposite
corner, there was a pair of round altars differing in size (Fig.154).
It is noteworthy that all of them were situated in the open air rather
than inside the buildings. They were located inside a sort of «inner
yard» that resembles the situation in the ensemble of North Gonur. In
other words, from the very beginning and during the most part of the
second mil B.C., altars were never placed inside buildings, but only
in the open air.

So, the latest of the known temples, that is Togolok-21, in one corner
had altars of «eternal fire» and in the opposite corner two round altars,
a «large» one and a «small» one, the largest being half a meter high,
3 m in diameter and the same in depth. The upper part of the «large»
altar had a concave spherical surface in the shape of an «Olympic cup»
and at the bottom was a small slightly burnt round hearth.

The spherical surface of this altar (at its very entrance) was carefully
cleaned and revealed a «spot» of a dried out crust (about one meter in

diameter) that was sent for analysis to the laboratories of Moscow State
University where they found out that the «crust» consisted of hardened
remains of earlier melted fat and fat-and-milk products.

We can reconstruct the actions of priests and imagine how they put
pieces of fat on the rim of the «large» altar, how it melted and then
slowly flowed down the spherical surface to the bottom and then the
smouldering coals start to burn and how the smoke went up to the gods
who were waiting for sacrifices to them. According to Strabo Onesicrit
and other antique authors, they personally had observed these kinds of
sacrifices. European witnesses and in particular Italian travelers of the
seventeenth century also speak of similar sacrifice rituals, evidence of
great longevity of this tradition.

PAVI. In the very early period of the temenos Gonur as well as in
the latest Togolok period rectangular «altars of eternal fire» were placed
next to the also rectangular open air «squares» no higher than half a
meter and framed on all four sides, which closely resemble the Indo-
Iranian pavi «squares» outlined by a ploughed furrow. The modern
pavi are outlined by stones and the floors are also laid out with stone
(M.Boyce). The ancients believed that gods were seated at these pavi
enjoying the fire that was burning in altars in their favour.

Chapter 2
The Cult of Water

XCAVATIONS at Margiana showed that the tribes of this land

gave to water no less ritual value than to fire. It is not accidental

that in different periods of time special pools were made in
front of all four entrances of the encircling wall and of the square of the
palace and temple complex of North Gonur. It means that there was
no way for anyone to get to the sanctuaries of the Temple city without
making ritual ablutions.

The most remarkable evidence of special water worship was the
Temple of Water situated in the southern section of the North Gonur
ensemble. It consisted of large reservoirs, a complex drainage system
and numerous premises with common passages that stretched along
the southern and northern banks of the large pool. Some of these
premises had ritual double-chambered hearths including those built
on low platforms.

It is remarkable that when the level of water in the reservoir low-
ered they built along the newly formed bank wide terraces on which
they constructed new premises with cult hearths. This method made
it convenient for priests to remain close to water in the pool and easily
perform ritual water ceremonies.

Next to the «large» pool was a «small» one with a hollow «filter»
made of brick filled with a lot of canes. One can reconstruct the picture
of how the turbid water from the Murgab river flowing through the gut-
ter filled the «filter», was cleaned there and then clear water flowed out
through a special opening. It could then be used for ritual ceremonies,
including the cooking of sacrifice meals. In any case the water had to
be clean before the god of rains drank it. The remains of ceramic pipes
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and burnt bricks excavated at the crosspiece between two reservoirs
for carrying water from the large to the small pools testify to the use of
a complex water pumping construction.

Zoroastrians are known as worshippers of both water and fire. Only
to fire and water do they make daily sacrifices and prayers. In the Avesta
waters are called «Wives of Ahura-Masda» and the most ancient of jashts
is dedicated to Ardvi Sura, the goddess of rivers and waters. In the Zo-
roastrian temples of the later period it was obligatory to have reservoirs

for making sacrifices to water. In other words we have enough evidence
to suggest that worship of water and water routes was deeply rooted in
the Indo-Aryan. A situation similar to the ensemble of North Gonur is
recorded at Tahti-Suleiman where a natural lake and a temple are united
in one complex (Fig.155-156). It is noteworthy that in both cases a
temple and a water reservoir were encircled by a common wall. There
is a similar situation at Kuhi-Hvadja with a temple built on the bank of
a lake and Djarkutan (North Bactria, second mil.B.C.) as well.

The Cult of Soma-Haoma

HE RITUAL drink soma-haoma played an important role in

the life of ancient people of Margiana; two Temples of Soma-

haoma (excavated fields 13 and 15 - respectively on the West
and East of the complex) speak in favour of this

supposition. At the present it is almost definite that soma-haoma made
mainly of ephedra and hemp was produced in local temples. Hemp
is a very popular plant in the area of modern Margiana. In the Gonur
temenos and temples of Togolok-21 and Togolok-1 archaeologists found
large vessels and «baths» coated inside with plaster that were used for
preliminary soaking of alkaloid plants with very hard twigs. Only in the
Gonur temenos thirty rooms with large pithoi, vessels and «baths» for
the soaking process were found.

After the soaking process the plant twigs were grated with the help
of numerous stone graters, mortars and pestles that archaeologists found
in abundance during the excavations of these three temples. For squeez-
ing juice out of this pulp they used special squeezing constructions: flat
stones with a semi-spherical protrusion in the center that fit into the
hole of another flat stone. The production of «squeezing» stones was
presumably a difficult job, this explains the fact that only one such item
was found in the temple of the Gonur temenos and the other at Ulug
Depe near the railroad station Dushak in the sub-mountain zone of the

Kopet-Dagh. It is noteworthy that the word «haoma» is a derivative of
the verb «to squeeze».

The next stage in the production of soma-haoma was to separate the
juice from the twigs of ephedra and hemp. For this purpose they used
ceramic strainers which were placed on the ceramic supports (found in
abundance in the Gonur temenos). The juice flowed through a wool-
covered hole in the center of the strainer and into a bowl placed under
the ceramic support (Fig.157).

The Avesta as well as the Rigveda had enough information that the
ritual beverage soma-haoma was mainly used by priests, and archaeo-
logical material illustrates this. Indeed, even in such a classical temple
as Togolok-21 this cult beverage was produced in very small amounts,
hardly enough for all the clergy, not to speak of parishioners.

“WHITE ROOMS”. All the artifacts mentioned above («strain-
ers», «ceramic supports», stone graters and mortars, squeezing stones,
and flat saucers) were found in large numbers in the so called «white
rooms» that got this name because of white gypsum plaster that coated
all the surfaces including floors. In the rooms along the walls there were
platforms with pythos dug for use in the final preparations of the soma-
haoma beverage. Such special «white rooms» were found in the Gonur
temenos (Fig.158) and temples of Togolok-1 and 21; there is no doubt
that they were used for the production of this hallucinogenic drink.

It should be added that seeds and traces of twigs of such alkaloid
plants as ephedra and hemp were found at all the excavated temples of
Margiana. They were analyzed at the Moscow State University by Prof.
N.R.Mayer-Melikyan. Inside the bone tubes with engraved exaggerated
eyes mentioned above pollen of poppy was found, evidence that these
tubes were used for ritual drinking. As a result, we have no doubt that
soma-haoma was produced locally in the temples of Margiana.

In this connection one should refer to a very remarkable find in
Ninni-Zaza in Mari. There in room No 5 a northern podium was exca-
vated that could also be associated with the preparing of a stimulating
beverage of the same kind. The four vertical bands coated with bitumen
very closely resemble those with gypsum coating in the Gonur temenos
in room No 132, which was undoubtedly associated with the preparation
of the ritual. True, the excavations in Mari took place over half a century
ago when they did almost no botanical analysis, and so it is difficult to
reach a definite conclusion about what this room was used for.

Archaeologists witnessed that beginning with the excavation of the
very early buildings of the palace and temple complex of North Gonur
(the northern side within the limits of the square) and up to the very late
temples of the Togolok 1 and 21 types, the central part of the temples
was built after the architectural method called «a courtyard framed with
corridors» (Fig.159). It means that long and narrow premises frame
one, larger rectangular or square central hall. This plan was rather
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popular in the monumental architecture of Near Asia and it is rooted
in the ancient Syrian architecture of the fourth mil.B.C. (monument of
Habuba-Kabira in Iraq). The central halls (less probably, yards) framed
with corridors were probably used for some kind of «secret mysteries»
(cult ceremonies and rituals) that were sacred actions associated with
«communal eating», possibly accompanied with cult libations of a hal-
lucinogenic beverage of the soma-haoma type. But all these actions were
not meant for non-affiliated; only selected priests participated in them.
The final part of the «communal eating» took place in the square with
many people involved in it. It is noteworthy that a «hall (yard) framed
with corridors» was always somehow joined with «white rooms» associ-
ated with the preparation of soma-haoma.

GOD-THUNDERER. The prepared drink was poured out into spe-
cially made cups. The archaeologists who excavated the rural temple
Togolok were lucky enough to find one intact vessel with five miniature
vessels inside of it. These were ordinary small vessels in the forms of a
teapot, a vase, a jug and a deep plate (Fig.160). The major vessel (with
the five small ones) could be referred to as ordinary one but the rim
was decorated with a sculpted frieze that consisted of standing figures
of animals, birds and people. From the bottom of the vessel along its
inner walls snakes crept up to these figures and touched the hind legs
of the figures with their heads.

The naked human figures on this sculpted frieze are undoubtedly
the principal ones among those portrayed. One of them has a baby
at the breast, the other with head bowed has its arms bent backward.
Since the figures have no sex signs we could only suggest that the figure
with a baby was a female and most likely was the image of a mother
and a child.

Many years have passed since this find and when the temple of
Togolok-21 was being excavated the archaeologists found a small ce-
ramic vessel inside of which were two intact figures made of sun-dried
clay. This time these conventionally made figures had clear sex signs
(Fig.161-162). One can only imagine how greatly the archaeologists
were surprised when they saw that the baby was in the hands of a man
and that the woman was the one who was standing with her head down
and arms turned back, that is, in a clearly humble position.

The explanation of this intriguing situation was found in the sacred
book of Indo- Aryans, in the Rigveda, where one of its myths tells the
story of a god of thunder who takes away from his wife (against her
will!) their common son. The god thunderer takes the baby away to
the sky where he wants to make him a god of soma-haoma. In general
form our supposition appeared to be accurate but we had to prove that
the male figure really conveyed the god of thunder. Rather unexpect-
edly the proof came from Afghanistan, from the area of South Bactria.
There in one of the graves of the Bronze period they found a very badly

damaged vessel with a sculpted frieze along the rim of absolutely the
same type as the one from the rural temple Togolok-1 described above.
After it was assembled, glued and fully restored it became possible to
see what it originally looked like. The sculpted frieze of this vessel was
also decorated with figures of animals, birds, snakes and frogs and again
the central place in the frieze belonged to human figures. This ancient
sculpture was more accurate and precise than the one in Margiana. The
waist of the male figure was belted and an axe was stuck in his belt, an
indisputable sign of the god-thunderer, since the ancients believed that
with the help of this axe the god produced thunder (Fig.163). And
so the puzzle was solved. It became clear that sculpted friezes on such
ritual vessels demonstrate an ancient myth of the god of soma-haoma
that was widely popular in ancient Bactria and Margiana and was de-
scribed in the Rigveda.

The Bactrian graves have also yielded other ritual vessels, but their
sculpted friezes represented only two wrestling people of opposite sexes.
One can say that when it is possible to define all the known ritual ves-
sels with sculpted friezes had paired persons of the opposite sex shown
in a definite fighting position. In Bactria and Margiana, separate male
figures that show a man in a fighting, «wrestling» position with half bent
arms, as if ready for a fight, were found.

Chapter 4
The Tree of the World
and the Varukasha Sea

IRRORS OF BACTRIA. A unique group of copper-bronze

mirrors deserves our special attention. Unfortunately, it was

found not in archaeological excavations, but in one of the
antique shops of Kabul. It turned out that Afghan peasants during
their unprofessional excavations of ancient graves of Bactria found
five bronze mirrors and one may assume that all of them were found
in one grave.
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All mirrors are round with or without a side handle, have one surface
polished to mirror brightness, while the opposite side is decorated with
a type of engraved ornaments in the shape of tight curls. The curls seem
to reproduce marine waves and on the background sculpted figures are
shown (Fig.165).

On four mirrors the main subjects are snakes tightly curled with
their spear-like heads turned up. Only in one case a freely coiling snake
is swimming towards a presumable bull with sharply curved horns
that is coming up to the marine surface. To a certain extent this image
resembles a «snake of the depths» mentioned in the Rigveda.

Very remarkable is a mirror on which a coiling snake stands op-
posite a hippopotamus that is swimming up to the marine surface. The
hippopotamus’ massive head with clearly cut blowing nostrils closely
resembles the manner and style in which these animals were depicted
in ancient Egyptian art. From time immemorial in Egypt they hunted
this animal not only for its meat but also because it symbolized nega-
tive forces and personified world chaos. Snakes on mirrors are shown
in a defensive position, with heads turned up as if they are ready for
the harsh decisive struggle with any enemy of mankind, either with a
ferocious hippopotamus or with frogs.

Though it is not proven, still it seems possible to suppose that the hip-
popotamus and frogs on the Bactrian mirrors symbolize forces negative
to mankind; and this would explain their attack on the snakes’ positions.
One could describe the subject compositions on Bactrian mirrors as
narrative compositions which are associated with the idea of struggle
between Good and Evil, the snakes being positive to people, a fact that
is characteristic for the Bactrian and Margiana tribes.

True, in the Avesta the fish Kara personifies the guarding functions
and not snakes, as in this case. But this may not be of principal impor-
tance. We know that before the codification of the Avesta in the Parthian-
Sassanid times different groups of Zoroastrians had various funeral rites
(the most conservative rites in the ideology of a people). And thus one
can easily imagine that one image was replaced by another.

RITUAL VESSELS. It is noteworthy that hundreds or even thousands
of ceramic vessels (either intact or fragmented) excavated at the Margiana
monuments had no decorations on them. The ceramics, especially the
earliest, that refer to the end of the third mil.B.C. was of great quality.
The thin, «clinking» walls of vessels were mainly made of light clay. A
small number of the objects of various forms had the same composition
scratched on them before the process of burning: a central tree with
two horned goats (often on their hind legs) flanking it (Fig.166). Such
a composition was found mostly on vessels excavated in temples and
used for ritual libations. If one takes into account the fact that most of
the vessels were to be filled with liquid (and in ritual cups this was an
alkaloid beverage of the soma-haoma type) then one may correlate this
composition with ancient conceptions of the cosmos. Thus, Zoroastrians

believed that in the middle of the world sea (ocean), Varukasha, was a
mountain and on the top grew the «tree of all seeds».

Two fragments that come from Allalakh (Syria) remarkably resem-
ble the fragments of Margiana and Bactria ritual vessels. One fragment
represents a rim with a modeled figure on it and the other one has a
snake’s head on the rim. Such parallels seem reasonable if one takes
into consideration the fact that Allalakh, situated between the Mediter-
ranean and Bactria-Margiana, marked an intermediate point on the
presumed route of tribal migrations from the Aegean-Anatolian center
in the direction of Bactria and Margiana. It is not at all accidental that all
the factual material and observations mentioned above were recorded
on the one end only in Margiana and Bactria and on the other in the
Aegean-Anatolian region and nowhere else in the entire zone of the
Near East. This remarkable situation provides evidence to believe that
the practice of drinking hallucinogenic beverages was brought to Central
Asia by the tribes that had migrated from the West.

Alongside vessels with sculpted friezes on the rims still more popular
were vessels of the same shape which, instead of modeled figures, had
three spouts in the form of a pipe. These very vessels were sometimes
decorated with compositions of a central «tree of life»» or «tree of all
seeds» and a pair of goats on each side of the tree, some of them on
their hind legs. As a rule the drawings of the central tree on the body
of these vessels were scratched while the horned goats were modeled
(Fig.167-168). Some of these compositions are more detailed and
show a mountain topped with a tree and two standing goats; this closely
resembles the images in the Avesta described above. According to Acad-
emician Vycheslav Ivanov «the world tree» with two birds in its branches
is mentioned not only in the Avesta but in the Rigveda as well. This fact
proves that from time immemorial this myth was popular among the
Indo-Aryan tribes, long before they separated into two branches.

From the archaeological material it is clear that the most ancient
compositions of this kind are traced already on the seals from the layers
of the fourth mil.B.C. and then later in the third-second mil.B.C. they
became especially popular. In the Akkadian period these compositions
are widespread, but in this period bulls, not goats, stand by the «tree
of life».

The drawing under discussion was mainly done on ritual vessels but
single stone items with this subject were also found. A stand-out among
them is a miniature three-sided pyramid of black steatite with a barely
noticeable deepening in its flat base. Each side of the pyramid has a
scratched drawing showing a mountain with a pyramid-like tree growing
out of the top and on each side of a mountain, snakes were standing
on their tails with mouths wide open. The snakes seem to play the role
of protectors of the tree, like an illustration of the passage in the Avesta
under discussion. It seems logical to assume that the Indo-Iranian ritual
vessels filled with liquid were presumably associated with the world model
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in which the liquid represented the world ocean Varukasha where in
the center high on the top of the mountain the «Tree of all seeds», or in
other words «the world tree» together with the «sacrifice plant of haoma»
was growing, according to the Avesta. Remarkably, on some Margiana
ritual vessels the birds are sitting on the branches of the tree; this may
be interpreted as an illustration of another myth of the Avesta that says
that birds peck the seeds from the «world tree» , take them to the sky
and from there the seeds return to the earth and start to grow.

In the Rigveda besides the «world tree» a fantastic three-legged
donkey is mentioned; this creature was replaced by a one-legged goat
in the Zoroastrian Bundakhin. To some extent this resembles the com-
positions scratched on the Bactria and Margiana ritual vessels mentioned
above and in this case the goats of our compositions that stand on their
hind legs may resemble the one-legged goat from the Rigveda. Also it
is noteworthy that in the Rigveda they speak about a pair of birds in
the tree; this shows that similar myths were popular in the Indo-Aryan
communities as well.

If one takes into consideration the fact that compositions with a
centrally located tree and a pair of goats flanking the tree (sometimes
with birds in branches) were practically the only images on the ritual
vessels then it becomes clear that they had an exclusively symbolic
meaning in the ancient mythology of the Margiana tribes.

Chapter 5
The Cults of the Bull
and the Dog

T HAS already been mentioned above that some of the Margiana

ritual vessels had pipe spouts decorated with stylized bull heads.

These decorations are surprisingly similar to those from Asia
Minor; they had the same type of elongated eyes and their horns with
curved ends are widely spaced in both cases. It is not accidental that
in Asia Minor the vessels with this type of spouts are recorded as ritual
ones. It has already been mentioned above that Margiana ritual ves-
sels with the composition of two goats standing on each side of the
central «world tree» testify to the association of these vessels with those
from Elam and the Syro-Palestine world, and bespeak their presumed
origin and the route of their distribution to the East as far as Bactria
and Margiana (Fig.169).

A miniature bull’s head of marble found in the temple Togolok-21
takes a special place among the ancient objects of the applied art of
Margiana (Figs 170-171). With great artistic skill, an unknown Mar-
giana sculptor made the bull’s head of white marble. The back of the
item was carefully polished, a sign that the master planned from the
outset to form only the head and not the whole bull. The bull’s head
had three holes through which with the help of some cords the head
was fixed to a stick. Together, the bull’s head and the stick made up a
scepter. It is oteworthy that Zoroastrian priests used this type of scepter
topped with a bull’s head when they consecrated the fifteen-year-old
boys in the Zoroastrian religion.

Images of the bull we see in a steatite amulet from the temple
Togolok-1 also speaks in favour of such associations (Fig.169). It is
cut as a ceremonial two-humped camel, and on back of the amulet is

engraved a bull galloping at full speed and an acrobat who is jumping
over it. Unfortunately, nothing of the acrobat remains, except for the
bent legs of a man who is jumping high. Still, even that small amount
leads us to believe that this was a typical scene of tauromachia so popu-
lar in the ancient Aegean-Anatolian zone. It has to be mentioned that
between the Greek islands and Central Asia the intermediate point was
Mesopotamia with its exquisite art, but there no scenes of tauromachia
have been found yet.

The available material leads one to assume that the subject of tau-
romachia was incorporated into the art of Margiana by the migrants
from the far West who brought along their myths and ritual ceremonies,
including tauromachia. And what we must speak about dog? A number
of special graves of dogs excavated in Margiana from the third-second
mil.B.C. is remarkable and may be even unique. These are: burials at
the royal necropolis of Gonur (including those that were buried in the
same grave with a royal person), a grave in the ruins of the encircling
wall next to the square of «communal eating» discussed above, remains
of three dogs in the burnt pits at the Gonur necropolis, dogs buried
next to cists No 2900, 3280, 3310, and a special burial of dog in cist No
3600 (Fig.172). To this list one should also add two burials of dogs
that archaeologists excavated at another necropolis of Margiana, in the
settlement Adji-Kui.

It seems that in Zoroastrianism a dog is respected and honoured
beyond comparison with any other religion of the world. In the Avesta
this animal is described with a great number of different flattering epi-
thets as if one is speaking of a divine creature. In the Avestian Vedivdat
a dog is second to a man as far as divinity is concerned; this is proven
by dogs’ burials at the necropolis of the ancient country of Mouru. A
dog seems to play an exceptionally important role in funeral rituals of
Zoroastrians; it is an indisputable member of almost all funeral rites,
the cleaning rituals especially.

Many Indo-European peoples somehow associate a dog with the
world of the dead: it accompanies the ancient Indian king of the
dead, Yamu, in his search of people ready to die. In ancient Greece
it was Cerberus who was the «guard of the after-world». Based on
the Avesta and the Rigveda the scholars long ago concluded that
for ancient Zoroastrians the dog was first of all associated with the
world of the dead, and based on the material mentioned above the
same can be stated about the situation in Margiana society. In other
words, a dog was highly respected in Margiana society, and played
a special role in the funeral rituals.

It is remarkable that in the cist No 3310 described above (accord-
ing to data by N.Dubova) they found seven pieces of lamb that can be
associated with the ritual feeding of a dog buried near the cist, a dog
that probably had participated in the funeral rites of ancient Margush

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Chapter 6
The Unification of Cults

HE EXCAVATIONS of temples of Margiana and North Gonur

testify that in the very early period all temples of the ensemble

had no outer walls. They were all united by one common en-
circling wall. Only the Temple of Fire as a keeper of the main object of
worship - the eternal fire - stood apart in the ensemble and was framed
with its own wall. It has already been mentioned that different cults
had different temples; more than once we mentioned such temples as
Temple of Water, Temple of Sacrifices, Temple of soma-haoma, Temple
of Mitra, Temple of Communal Eating. The number of temples could
have been even more but we cannot be sure of this since there are no
written records or other accurate evidence for such an ancient period.

In the next period, the time of the construction of the Gonur te-
menos, one finds traces of the tendency to combine two cults (first of
all, the cults of fire and soma-haoma) in one temple. Thus, in «the back
yard» of the Gonur temenos in the very beginning of the construction
the special altar square with three small rectangular altars arranged in
a chain were built as if following the tradition of the Temple of Fire of
North Gonur. Besides this type of altar the same temenos had round
and rectangular brick altars with inner walls burnt to different degrees.
These altars were most probably used for worship of different gods.
Nearby an open air pavi was built and gods sat there, invisible to be-
lievers. Closely situated deposits of pure ashes complete the picture of
this ritual complex. The «white room» together with the «yard framed
with corridors» was situated in the central part of the temenos and ritual
ceremonies associated with the soma-haoma ritual took place there.
Thus, we can see that «under the same temple roof» two cults were
joined - those of fire and soma-haoma.

This tradition is traced later as well. In the center of the temple
Togolok-21 was a «white room» for the production of soma-haoma and
next to it a «yard framed with corridors» used for ritual libations. Rec-
tangular altars set in a chain and two pavi were located in the western
corner of the temple Togolok-21, while in its eastern corner round altars
were built. The larger of the altars was used for ritual libations and in the
smaller one the fire was burning for cooking meat meant for sacrifices.
The location of these ritual structures deserves attention. If the «yards
framed with corridors» and the nearby «white rooms» took central place
in these «combined» complexes, the altars of fire were always hidden
in secret, unnoticed places, often in the corners of temples, and behind
blind walls. This situation was preserved up until the nineteenth century
when Iranian Zoroastrians began to build temples where the fire in the
altars could be easily seen by everyone.

It is noteworthy that there is practically no sculpted or painted images
in the temples of Margiana. During the excavations of so many temples
and palaces only in one of them, in the so called «Tower complex» of
the Gonur temenos a painted head of a small human figure (about half
a meter high) was found. The figure was made of sun-dried clay. Besides
this find, in one of the rooms of the same Gonur temenos a small ceramic
anthropomorphic idol in bad condition was excavated. It was not more
than 20-25 cm high and has preserved traces of coloured paint.

The absence of sculpted or painted images of deities in the tem-
ples of Margiana illustrates the conclusions reached by V.Krukova. She
writes: «Unlike other religions in Zoroastrianism during the entire run
of its existence the only indisputable object for worship was a lively
fire burning in an altar».

Chapter 7
Vara and Kersaspa

FTER the results of the excavations of the monumental tem-

ples of Bactria including the Dashli-3 had been published some

scholars (B.Brentjies, K.Yettmar) said that they reminded them
of the Vara from the Avesta. Another scholar, a well known indiologist
A Parpola found additional information in the Rigveda where a fort also
with three by-passing walls was mentioned. The central and indisputably
sacred part of Dashli-3 consists of a round building that is surrounded
with a round corridor with nine small «bastions» with nearby passages.
Inside this sacred round section, rectangular sanctuaries with podiums
and cult hearths on low platforms were located, an absolute proof of
its ritual purpose. However, many scholars doubted the association of
the «round temple» Dashli-3 with the Vara from the Avesta since at that
time most linguists believed that the Avesta spoke of a square fortified
settlement as «long as a horse’s race».

But then the Academician I.Steblin-Kamensky proved that in the
Avesta they meant not a square but round building with three circular
walls. The first wall had nine passages, the second 6, and the last 3. And
thus, the nine passages excavated by the archaeologists in Afghanistan,
at Dashli-3 may be regarded as a kind of illustration of the Avesta. The
other two round walls of the temple Dashli-3 were partly destroyed and
dispersed as a result of natural deflation and hence it was impossible to
record the number of old passages.

Still earlier an Italian scholar J.Tucci regarded it appropriate to
compare another temple of Dashli situated nearby with the Indian

mandala where the coronation of Indo-Aryan kings
took place. This supposition is based on the similarity
of architectural blocks in the shape of a letter «I'» that | g o8
were found both in Indian mandala as well as in the = _lb-@t-;c@;&hﬂff(f
temple of Dashli.

A centuries-old tradition in the development of
the ritual architecture of Bactria is also proven by the
excavations of the small temple Kutlug Tepe in South
Bactria (Fig.175). It refers to the early Akhemenid
(probably, Midian period) and its plan resembles that
of the round temple of Dashli-3.

A very representative group of anthropomorphic images in the 177

In Bactria and Margiana archaeologists found seals and amulets
with an image of a menacing man with stiff, slightly curly hair, always
divided into two strands, with round goggle furious eyes, with a fluffy
moustache and long side-whiskers combed to point to each side of the
face. In some cases the arms end with hands in the shape of snake’s
heads and in one case the hero was belted by a snake (Fig.176). At
present over a dozen of such images were excavated in Bactria and
Margiana, and in Margiana they were found in the grave of a stone
carver, some of them as ready made products and some in a half-done
state, the indisputable evidence of their local production.

In the Avesta, Kersaspa acts as a glorious warrior who is always ready
to help common people. Among his heroic deeds is «the murder of the
horned snake Srvara who ate people» and blocked all the underground
waters that were so essential for every living being. Only after he was
murdered the water again became accessible for everyone. Remarkably,
in the applied art of Bactria, as well as Margiana images of horned snake
dragons (that resemble Srvara) are well known (Fig.177). They are
engraved on stone vessels, sometimes with their heads turned back and
teeth bared, in a clearly «defensive» position as if defending themselves
from some danger. The French scholar M.Pottier was the first to suggest
that this might be an image of the snake dragon Srvara.

Based on the material mentioned above one may conclude that if
not in the entire Indo-Aryan world, but at least in Bactria and Mar-
giana similar (if not the same) myths about the hero Kersaspa were
widespread. 309

Chapter 8
Faces of Paganism

HERE IS an opinion that the religion that existed before the

Zoroastrianism was absolutely immoral. The ancient Iranians

and Indians thought nothing about such concepts as good and
evil and were anxious only about their personal wellbeing and believed
that «all means are good»! Linguists believe that Zoroaster was the first
in world history to draw the attention of people to the moral sphere of
the concepts of Good and Evil. According to him the concept Asha
personified order, truth, ritual purity and so on, and the opposite concept
Drug personified chaos, lies, death, etc.

The composition in the glyptics and sphragistics of pagan Margiana
are practically all associated with one idea: the contradiction between
Good and Evil. Since up to the present no signs of written language
were found in Margiana their spiritual life is not quite clear to us. Their

ideological concepts can be reconstructed mainly from the monuments
of the ancient applied art and first of all from engraved compositions
on seals and amulets made by the ancient masters of Margush.

It is absolutely clear that the glyptics and sphragistics of Margiana
possess a special place in the entire zone of the Near East. Numerous
compositions that were once engraved on stone amulets or cast on
copper and bronze seals illustrate original «quotations» or «theses» of
the myths that were so popular among the local tribes at that time. The
ancient craftsmen depicted on their seals and amulets the well known
compositions of myths rather than their own fantasies and the subjects
on their art objects were well known to each member of the Margiana
community.

On the seal from Togolok-1 the central place belongs to an acrobat
who jumps over a high stick, a scene that resembles closely the famous
acrobatic compositions from the excavations of the Knossos palace at
Crete. True, in the Aegean world these are the scenes of tauromachia
wherein acrobats jump over bulls while in Margiana they jump over a
stick that is held by the two main personages with monkey heads. And
though there is an opinion that such syncretic images (including people
with animal heads) are associated with an Egyptian and not an Aegean-
Anatolian origin, still it seems likely that the Margiana composition is
linked closer to the one from Knossos.

PURE NATURES. The available archaeological material testifies
that among the various cults of Margiana the most sacred were those
associated with water, earth and fire. These were sacred forces of nature
which should not be either profaned or disturbed in any way. One may
assume that the later Zoroastrian concepts were based on these beliefs.
Zoroastrians believed that fire was the son of Ahura-Mazda and the
profanation of the «pure nature» of fire was a great sin. In order to cook
sacrificial meat on the one hand and to protect the contact of fire with
bloody substance on the other, the Margiana tribes had to construct
ovens in a special way. One may suggest that already when they lived
in their previous motherland they had invented double-chambered
hearths of three types: «with a partition», «pear-shaped» and «with a
step», all of which have been described above. All the hearths had one
aim - to avoid direct contact of «pure» fire with meat. It is true however
that according to M.Boyce the modern Zoroastrians fry the sacrificed
meat. But on the other hand, perhaps the ancient concept of the pure
nature of fire was more consistent than it is nowadays.

The Gonur necropolis presents the best evidence of the concept
that the earth was another sacred substance for ancient Zoroastrians.
Among different types of graves one can single out the so called «burnt
graves» that represent simple grave pits with walls preliminarily burnt
red-hot. We have already mentioned that such graves were used for
the physically or mentally disabled. It is quite possible that they were
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looked upon as social outcasts. We read in the Avesta: «Let there (in
Vara) be no humped, either on the front or on the back, no cripples,
no crazy, no birth marks, no sinful, no one with rotten teeth, no leprous:
which are all spots of Angra-Maniu with which he marked the mortals»
(Videvdat, 2.29, translation by I.M.Steblin-Kamensky).

So, it was for those very occasions that the ancient tribes of Mar-
giana burnt so fiercely the walls of pit graves. In order to avoid any
possible contact of the decomposing body with the earth the bottoms
of these graves were covered with pure sand (up to 20 cm thick) and
after the body was buried they covered the pit with a light temporary
roof . Similar «defending» of the qualities of fire are recorded in many
ancient tribes, but it seems that the custom appears only here in such
a «concentrated» form of a special «purifying» ritual.

It should be added that in the palace of the «complex of funeral
rituals» a special drainage system was constructed in order to protect
the «pure» nature of the earth from the waste waters used for the
washing of the dead. The waters ran outside the area of the palace
through the drainage system.

It seems logical to assume that also for the sake of keeping the same
sacred nature of water clean in the small pool of the Southern palace
and temple complex of North Gonur, the ancient people constructed a
special «filter». The water purified in it could be then used for sacrifices
and cooking. Water seems to play a special role in the life of the local
tribes; this may explain the fact that the total area covered by all the pools
excavated at Gonur exceeds the total area of the palace itself.

We may assume that other «cleaning» rituals were used in the every-
day life of the local tribes but we have no archaeological support for this
assumption so far. According to linguists, Zoroastrian priests performed
numerous «cleaning» rituals of the three «pure natures». Every Zoroas-
trian ritual ablution consists of two components - ablution by water and
by word. No prayer could be performed prior to the morning ablution,
evidence of the sacred force of the water. It is not accidental that a set
of numerous gutters is located near the places that were associated with
different ritual ceremonies; good examples are the squares of «communal
eating», and the pool located near the Temple of Sacrifices.

The excavations of the archaeological monuments discussed above
testify that already as early as in the third-second mil.B.C. the ancient
tribes treated the three sacred «pure natures», that of the earth, water
and fire in a special way. No doubt, that in ancient Margiana these three
natures were devoutly worshipped; and this tradition found its future
development in the Zoroastrian religion.

BLOODY SACRIFICES. Though in the Avesta we find contradictory
records about animal sacrifices, this tradition undoubtedly existed in
pagan, pre-Zoroastrian Margiana where for this purpose they used not
only sheep and goats but such large animals as cows/bulls and camels.

The sacrifices were performed very carefully since no drop of blood
should profane the «pure natures». «The shedding of blood involved
in itself a kind of crime against the victim, and it was necessary therefor
to observe the presribed rituals most strctly, so that the act of destruc-
tion should be limited to the creatures’s physical life and its spirit be
released to depart to the other world. There to nourish the eternal life
of the species». Two «sacred squares» found during the excavations of
two temples Togolok-1 and 21 serve the best documented proof of this.
It is noteworthy that these «squares» in both temples were built in the
latest period of their existence and originally could presumably have
been located outside the temple walls.

Also in the latest period of the temple Togolok-21 almost in the center
of the former «yard framed with corridors» in room No 13 right on the
floor was a very low platform covered with large ceramic pieces. Here
too a gutter made of ceramic pieces carries water from the «square».

Both «squares» seem to have a similar purpose and were arranged
so that the blood of the sacrificed animals would not drip down and
profane the «pure» earth. One can assume that the animal blood ran
outside through the gutters described above. Here it is worth noting that
though according to M.Boyce for the ancient Iranians cows and bulls
were the main sacrifice animals, in Margiana the main sacrifices were
goats and sheep. Thus, we found several dozen hearths for cooking
sacrificial meat of sheep and goats and only several pear-shaped ones
for preparing the meat of cows/bulls and camels.

HEAD-DRESSES OF PRIESTS. It was noted long ago that before
performing ritual ceremonies the Persian priests put on special caps with
long ear-flaps that covered almost half of their faces. The archaeologists
were fortunate enough to find a similar cap on a unique terracotta head
found during the excavations of the palace of North Gonur (Fig.179).
Unlike other Margiana finds of this type the head is distinguished by
its amazing realism.

The broad face with delicate features had modeled almond-like eyes
under curved eyebrows and a large protruding nose. Probably this is not
a portrait but it depicts a certain type of ancient Margiana person, perhaps
even a priest. The assumption is based on two long earflaps that flank
the face. If this is true, then it is the first and only find of this kind in the
entire zone of Central Asia from the first half of the second mil.B.C.

Chapter 9
The Horses and the Sun

T IS well known that the domestic horse is the main attribute in

the definition of Indo-Aryans. It appeared in Margiana (and per-

haps in the whole of Central Asia) only when Indo-Aryan, tribes
came to this area and not before.

Bone remains of eight domestic horses were excavated at North
Gonur. Among them a unique burial of a stallion stands out. It was
buried at the royal necropolis (Fig.181) described above in an almost
square brick mausoleum (probably with a cupola) and was surrounded
with several funeral vessels and two simple beads were presumably
plaited into the mane and tail.

The funeral dishes were scattered all over the floor of the mausoleum,
a fact that leads one to suggest that originally the tomb was hollow. On
the outside next to the mausoleum the usual ritual double-chambered
hearth was built and here «kings and heroes» could perform funeral
sacrifices. Such sacrifices are believed to be made during inauguration
ceremonies. One of the best specialists on the Indo-European problem
Prof.J. Mellory says that almost all Indo-European people offer the mate-

rial of such horse sacrifices (asvamedha). In other words, the mausoleum
of a stallion and a ritual hearth near it may be regarded as evidence of
the asvamedha ritual, a part of the inauguration ceremony.

Very remarkable in this connection is what the «father of history»
Herodotus wrote about the religious concepts of massagets. «Out of all
the gods they worship only the sun and sacrifice horses to it» (1,216).
Almost in the same words Strabo says: «Only the sun they worship
like a god and sacrifice horses to it» (XI, 8,6). A well known special-
ist on the problem of Zoroastrianism, U.A.Rappoport, mentions an
expression from the Avesta that might be interesting to us: «Sun with
fast horses» (Videvdat, XXI, 20). In this connection Prof.B.A.Litvinsky
adds: «On the famous vase from Chertomlyk the images of a horse
and the sun obviously look united». G.Videngren has forwarded the
even bolder hypothesis that ancient Iranians often used horses for
sacrifices and that «a close link existed among the images of a horse,
the sun and Ahura-Mazda».

The ancient Indian ritual «asvamedha» suggests that the head and
tail of the sacrificial animal should be cut off for the main gods, and a
stallion’s burial with a headless horse excavated at the main necropolis
of Gonur may be regarded as an illustration of this (Fig.182). Another
young horse (a stallion, rather) was found next to the cart from the burial
No 3200 and still another was buried outside the cist (burial No 3310)
in the neglected place on the northern bank of the Temple of Water.
A jaw of a young horse was excavated behind one of the rams buried
outside the cist burial of a warrior No 2900; a horse head was buried
separately at the excavation plot No 9. And, finally at the excavation
plot No 16 an intact stallion was buried with the usual set of funeral
offerings (Fig.183).

Besides the bone remains and intact skeletons of a horse other
items that are associated with a horse were found. These are five signal
trumpets for domestic horse training (Fig.184), terracotta and stone
horse statuettes (one with a saddle, from burial No 3210), copper-bronze
tops in the shape of a horse with carefully plaited and probably painted
mane (Fig.185-186). Based on this excavated material one may say
that the horse in Central Asia appeared not from the local steppes but
rather from the advanced centers of the world and first of all from Asia
Minor and presumably from the modern area of Syria.

The evidence are the wheels from Margiana, Bactria and especially
Elam (south-western Iran and neighbouring lower Mesopotamia) whose
construction is so identical that one may even have the illusion that they
were made in the same workshop (Fig.180).

The total sum of the documentation and observations leads to the
conclusion that the domestic horse appeared in Central Asia in the last
centuries of the third mil.B.C. at the very time when migrating tribes
from the West had inhabited it. One may assume that together with the
East-Anatolian tribes from Asia Minor through Syria and the Akkadian
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kingdom the migration moved farther to the South as far as Elam.
From there across the Iranian plateau the tribes continued their way to
East Iran and South Turkmenistan where they reached the regions of
Margiana and Bactria and perhaps even the Indian subcontinent. More
than once it has been mentioned that at that time these areas were not
only uninhabited but rich in fertile lands and had plenty of water. This
was a real paradise not only for the people but also for their domestic

animals. And very soon the pastures were full of flocks of sheep, goats,
cows and at first not numerous herds of horses that were exotic rather
than draught animals at that time.

The available material contradicts the opinion of some scholars
who believe that the most ancient horse has a steppe origin and that it
came to Bactria and Margiana from the Euro-Asian steppes inhabited
by cattle-breeding tribes of the Andronovo type.

Chapter 10
Nomads and Farmers

S HAS already been mentioned in Margiana in the earliest

inhabited Kellely oasis we found no archaeological evidence

of direct contacts between nomads and farmers. The same is
true for the Gonur necropolis (its area is equal to over 10 hectares) and
North Gonur with its area over 20 hectares.

Only in the bastion complex of the temenos of South Gonur for
the first time the coexistence of both nomadic and farming ceramics
was recorded. There on the floor an almost intact Andronovo vessel
was found together with the local pottery. It is noteworthy that close
to South Gonur an Andronovo type settlement was excavated that is
dated back to the middle-second half of the second mil.B.C., the same
period as the existence of the «bastion complex» that belongs to the
latest period of the temenos.

The steppe ceramics were also found in the Togolok oasis where in
the temples Togolok-1 and 21 single pieces of this pottery were exca-
vated. It is noteworthy that these isolated ceramic fragments in the Gonur
and Togolk oases were only found at the monuments associated with the
preparation of the ritual drink soma-haoma. Thus in the «bastion com-
plex» of the South Gonur temenos mentioned above, this steppe pottery
was found right in the room where the preparation of this beverage took
place. Another picture was presented in the Tahirbai group of monu-
ments. In this oasis the bulk of the steppe ceramics sharply increased
and not only in the Tahirbai settlements but in the neighbouring hills
(takirs) as well. Of outstanding interest are the Andronovo burials in
the Tahirbai settlements that can be probably regarded as the first and
most ancient example of the migration of steppe nomads to the South
in the direction of farming oases of Margiana.

The investigated material brings one to the conclusion that the earli-
est and possibly episodic contacts of farmers with nomads refer to the
middle-second half of the second mil.B.C. (temenos of South Gonur,
temples Togolok-1 and 21), while in the last centuries of the second mil.
B.C. they became much wider and more frequent (settlements of the Ta-
hirbai oasis). The steppe nomads on the northern outskirts of Margiana
established direct contacts with farmers and gradually absorbed the pre-
Zoroastrian religious concepts of local tribes that commonly practiced
the ritual drink of soma-haoma. This can explain the excavation of the
Andronovo artifacts in the rooms associated with the preparation of this
drink. Also it might be that in the Akhemenid records these very tribes
were described under the name of «saki haomovarga» («Scythians who
prepare haoma»), the hypothesis first forwarded by V.V.Struve and then
by M.A.Dandamaev. It is noteworthy that already in the most ancient
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part of the Avesta, the Gata, they say of the Scythian tribes of Turs and
Saki who were followers of the Zoroastrian religion: «..the prophet had
followers among the Central Asian tribes of Turs-Saki».

Long ago an Academician B.Litvinsky suggested that prior to Zo-
roastrianism there existed very ancient religious concepts and ideas
and the archaeological material proves that they were popular among
the tribes of the BMAC (Bactria-Margiana Archaeological Complex).
We may assume that at the beginning of the first mil.B.C. at least some
Scythian tribes (for example, Turi and Saki) were familiar with the
pagan pre-Zoroastrian religious cults and followed them. They prob-
ably commonly used such ritual drinks as haoma, hence their name
«hamovarga». We may also assume that they did not know (or did not
want to know) how to produce it and simply took it from the Margiana
priests as a product of exchange. It is noteworthy that according to
Herodotus, the European Scythians also used this beverage but we do
not know whether they used it as a ritual or casual drink.

It is clear that the latest archaeological discoveries in Margiana fully
support an assumption made by V.I.Abaev who said that «Zoroastrian-
ism originated in direct contact with the Scythian environment and with
certain participation in it».

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Epilogue

CAN foresee that this book which reflects the purpose of my life

will find a lot of criticism among my numerous opponents, lin-

guists first of all. And I can justify their opposition. For example,
one of the main points of linguists is the fact that the Avesta said nothing
about temples, and more than that even the word «brick» mentioned in
the Videvdat has no reference either in the Persian, or Indian languages
and its roots remain unknown so far. Only this one fact can justify their
criticism of the main principles of the given work. Indeed, the Aryans in
the Avesta are presented as a military gang dissimilar to the cultural life
of the advanced centers of the world and busy only with robberies and
plunder. This remains a problem of linguists and historians of religion
that they have to solve in the future and while solving it they should not
neglect the high cultural achievements of Margiana and Bactria.

From the archaeological point of view the «Aryan problem» in the
light of the Bactria-Margiana studies represents a complex of realities
that can be found (and are found) separately in other excavated cultures
of the world. But apart from the BMAC none of the cultures of the
third-second mil.B.C. can boast the presence of the entire complex of
signs discussed above that found their development and continuation in
the Zoroastrian religion. Quite possibly, when other regions have been
studied as thoroughly as Margiana, there will have been found other
proofs and evidence. At the moment though we can say that Margiana
and Bactria were probably the nucleus of the ancient Indo-Aryan com-
munity. No doubt future excavations will expand the geographical
limits of the BMAC and probably we will find that the eastern frontier
of their inhabitance stretched as far as the areas of north-western China,
including the ancient basin of Tarim. Simultaneously our knowledge of
the everyday life of these tribes will also be enriched and we will find
out more about their beliefs and rituals.

But I am afraid that the present gap between the archaeological and
linguistic understanding of the problem will remain for some time. I
hope that the available archaeological material is rich and convincing
enough and that we may expect the next step from linguists in the study
of this very important issue, the Indo-Aryan problem.
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
